What is eOUTLAND?

EQUTLAND is the continuation, on a wider scale, of the
already completed and successful project, OUTLAND. It
aims to capitalize and further develop the synergies
that have been established to create better conditions
for the protection of NATURA 2000 and other protected
areas in the cross-border area from natural disasters
(rural fires and floods).

Some of them are the Sheikh-Sua Peripheral Forest
(landscape of special natural beauty), the major rede-
velopment area of Thessaloniki, the "Dadia-Lefkim-
is-Soufli Forest" (protected area of the NATURA 2000
network), "Sakar" of the NATURA 2000 network in
Bulgaria) and "Derventski Bazizenija 1" (protected
area of the NATURA 2000 network).

What is the main objective of eOUTLAND?

The eOUTLAND project main objective is the creation of a complete training
package for volunteers at a single cross-border level (modules, manuals and new
technology applications), multi-day joint trainings, as well as training courses that
will be broadcast exclusively on-line, conducting project promotions and results to
the public, to create new technology applications to support the operational capaci-
ty of voluntary groups, the preparation of plans for guarding from rural fires and
flood alert plans, the equipment of voluntary groups (vehicles, personal equipment,
field equipment, technology equipment) and the creation of a center for the control
of the volunteers' operations.

Finally, a prominent position among the main results of the eOUTLAND project will
be the creation of a dossier of specifications and a detailed road map for the certifi-
cation of the educational process of the DYAPP in matters pertaining to its constitu-
tional objectives.
