The starting point of the route is the village of Katuntsi (via Sandanski). It is situated
in the Sandansko-Petrich valley at the southwest foot of the Pirin Mountains. The
village is part of the municipality of Sandanski. Itis 92 km southeast of Blagoevgrad,
31 km southeast of the town of Sandanski, 186 km south of Sofia, 45 km west of the
town of Gotse Delchev, 25 km east of the town of Petrich and 12 km north of the
Bulgarian-Greek border at the village of Kulata.

Katuntsi is a village with a rich historical past. The Pirin Bistritsa River runs through
its land and the climate is Mediterranean. The village is a starting point for
mountainous routes in the Pirin National Park and the Ali Botush Reserve in
Slavyanka Mountain. As a mountain along the country border Slavyanka is not very
accessible. Due to the diversity of habitats, Slavyanka region is characterized by a
variety of ornithofauna, as well as bird nesting typical of high mountain habitats and
those typical of lowland habitats with Mediterranean influence. 134 species of birds
were identified, of which 21 were included in the Red Book of Bulgaria. 53 of the
species are of European conservation importance. There is one world's
endangered species - the Crex crex, which inhabits the lower parts of the mountain.
The site provides suitable habitats for 41 species included in Annex 2 of the
Biodiversity Act, for which special protection measures are required. Slavyanka is
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one of the most important places in the country for the calandra lark
(Melanocorhypha calandra), the wood grouse (Tetrao urogallus) and the feather toe
owl (Aegolius funereus) nesting here in significant quantities. The sparrow owl
(Glaucidium passerinum) and forest lark (Lullula arborea) also have representative
populations in the region. The endangered meadow corncrake also breeds in the
area, albeitin low numbers.

15 km away from the village is the spa resort of Marikostinovo, which is famous for
its curative thermal springs.

The traditional congregation and the temple feast of the local church are held
annually on the Assumption Day - August 15th. On the second day of Easter, alamb
soup (kurban) is made at the Church of St. Theodor Tiron.

To the east of the village of Katuntsi, about 20 km away is the village of Goleshovo.
The distance is about 40 minutes by car. The road is asphalt for the most part.

6 km from Katuntsi on the way to Goleshovo there is an asphalt road to the village of
Petrovo. 2 km north of the village of Petrovo is located Peshteri settlement dating
14-17 century where pottery and agricultural trades were flourishing. 2 km south of
the village is the chapel of St. George, where the fete of Petrovo (6th of May - St.
George's day) is held annually. About 2.5 km south of the village is the natural
phenomenon "Provalen kemen" (a small rock with a naturally carved hole in
middle). Locals believe that whoever goes through its hole is cleansed and God
forgives their sins.

5 km east of the village is the cave Rupa. It has two galleries of which one is narrow
and nearly vertical with a depth of 45 m.

6 km southeast of the village of Petrovo on the way to the village of Goleshovo at
about 700 m above sea level, in the Izvora locality of Slavyanka Mountain is located
Izvora hut. The hut is a starting point for mountain walks along Slavyanka and the Ali

Botush Reserve. Here the nature lovers can visit the karst spring ("lzvora"), which
starts the Petrovska River. Itis the third in water flow in Bulgaria. "lzvora" is about 15-
20 minutes walking from the hut. There are beautiful recreation nooks in the Izvora
area.

3.5 km east of the hut along the asphalt road leading to the village of Goleshovo is
the beginning of a marked blue trail for the Livada locality (Marina Poliana, 1700 m
above sea level) and Gotsev peak.

About 8 km southeast of the Izvora hut lays the village of Goleshovo. The village of
Goleshovo is situated between the Slavyanka Mountain and the southern Pirin
Mountain at an altitude of 750 m above sea level. The village has a beautiful
architecture, arich history and there are alot of natural landmarks in the area.

The village is in close proximity to Ali Botush Reserve. The Reserve is worth visiting.
It has unique vegetation - trees more than 200 years old and many butterfly species,
some of which are unique local species and are protected. In 1951 the Ali Botush
Reserve was included in the conservation of forest ecosystems, and in 1977
protected by UNESCO as a biosphere reserve (under the Human and Biosphere
Program).

The habitats of preservation significance occupy a total of 99% of the territory of the
reserve. A total of 607 species of higher plants are found within the reserve, 54
species of which are of conservation significance and 21 species protected. Known
plants with medical significance are 192 species. The total number of animal
species in the reserve is 1702, of which the highest number of invertebrates is 1489
species. 16 vertebrate and reptile species, 1417 bird species and 42 mammals
inhabit the area.

To the east of the village of Golishevo is the protected area "Pavlova Padina" hosting
typical plant communities which include Mediterranean and sub-Mediterranean
rare and endangered plant species.

According to various studies, there was life in the village of Goleshovo during the
New Stone Age. Interesting are the legends about the first settlers, which the locals
would gladly tell you. Hadji Simeon's barn is one of the historical sights. There, Peyo
Yavorov and his followers fought the Turkish army. In the center of Goleshovo is also
the monument of Stoyo Hadjiev, a loyal friend of Yane Sandanski. In Goleshovo
village there are several beautiful old stone bridges over the river.

In the village many houses with authentic rural architecture are still well preserved.
The Kape cave was a hiding place of the Gotse Delchev cheta (posse). In Vreesia
there are traces of a settlement believed to have existed during the New Stone Age.
Archaeologists and historians are of the opinion that it survived even during the
Ottoman period. Ancient tombs were found near the Ezerista area, and not far from
them - traces of a medieval settlement.

A local landmark of the village is the fountain Nachalnicheska Cheshma (the
fountain of leaders). Locals say that whoever sips three times from its water will
become a leader. For that reason, with a smile or in hope, those who visit the village
always sip from the fountain's water.
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Every year, on 8th of September, the traditional fete which gathers hundreds of
people takes place in Golesovo. In the church "Holy Assumption" (Uspenie
Bogorodichno) the believers pray for health and prosperity.

From the village of Goleshevo one can get to the village of Paril. The distance
between the two villages is about 11 km.

The village of Paril is a small village nestled at the foot of Tsar Peak in the Slavyanka
Mountains and the southern slopes of the Pirin Mountains. The altitude is about 700
meters above sea. The village is a convenient starting point to Slavyanka hut and
ascent of Golyam Tsarev peak (2183 m), as well as Gotse Delchev peak (2212 m).
Slavyanka hut is 3 km up and away from the village, in direction of the Paril Pass. A
starting and supply point for reaching the hut is the village of Paril. Paril village can
be reached by 18 km third-class road from a junction at the village of Koprivien on
road Razlog - Bansko - Gotse Delchev - Sadovo. The village of Paril has a rich
historical past. These regions were once home of the chieftains (voivods) Yane
Sandanski, Gotse Delcheyv, Yavorov, Atanas Teshovsky. Here is the Paril Tower, with
its fortified walls. There is a horseback riding centre in the village of Paril which offers
unique and unforgettable horse riding experience in Slavyanka Mountains. You can
visit places like "Peshterata" (the cave), "Mechata dupka" (bear's hole), ascent to
Mount Ali Botush / Gotsev peak 2212 m. altitude/, tourist hut "Momini Dvori" and
many more. In the village of Paril there are comfortable accommodations - guest
houses where you can stay and enjoy the wonderful mountain views. Paril Guest
Houses is a complex of three houses. Each of them offers convenience, privacy and
tranquillity.

About 15 km from the village of Paril is the village of Teshovo.

Teshov is in south Pirin, at the eastern foot of St. Peter's peak (1757 m), 25 km
southwest of the town of Gotse Delchev. Other peaks from the north to the south are

Sveshtnik - 1975 m, Mutorok - 1970 m, Gjorgov grob - 1560 m, St. Constantine -
1750 m, St. Peter-1757 m, Chinillo- 1417 m.

The village of Teshovo is still a little known place that quietly tells its legends and
history. Situated amidst beautiful scenery, away from busy traffic, the village offers
clean air and wonderful water. The land is cross-country with many rising ridges:
Chiflishteto, Kukla, Karaborum, Sveta Nedelya, Valyov Kamen, Kukul Kamen and
more. Teshovo's underbrush is home to a variety of wild animals. The wild beech
forestis full of wild boars, deer, bears, wolves, foxes, rabbits, squirrels, badgers and
wild cats. On the peaks of Sveshtnik and Mutorok black eagles, grey cards and
falcons are nesting. Wood grouse, heifers and partridges live in the foot of the
mountains. Balkan trout inhabits the upper stream of the Mutnitsa River and the
Burovica River.

During the Bulgarian Renaissance, the village of Teshovo was an important centre
of the iron mining industry. The forged iron rods were sold in Demir Hissar, Siar,
Thessaloniki, Ziljahovo, Drama, Alistrati, Nigrita, Pravista, Kavala, Pazardzhik,
Plovdiv. The village is distinguished by its unique atmosphere and architecture.
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The houses are arranged amphitheatrically, tall - two stories, differentin size corbels
and long verandas (chardatsi). The narrow cobblestone streets curve playfully
around the houses.

One of the attractions of the village of Teshovo is the Tower. The remains of the
former 6-7 storey building rise in the
centre of the village. It's called The Old
Tower and without it the village would
not be the same. The tower has a
square plan and height of 13.50 m. Itis
built on a rocky terrain made of lump,
semi-finished stones. Inside the floors
were wooden beamwork. There are
battlements on the southern, eastern
and western facades, and bricks from
heating facilities have been found in
the embankment. The tower had a clay
sewer. The building technique used
somewhat resembles modern builds -
there was a clean water supply ®_
through narrow pipes, and broader -
pipes for sewage. The Tower was an
important defence structure. The
village is one of the few that keeps well
its chronicle. Folklore memories,
preserved old books and legends somehow naturally convey the story of village,
life, and traditions. The village library (chitalishte) still holds books since the
Bulgarian Renaissance period.

The clock tower's bell still measures the time. The clockwork made of iron is still
working today, and at the top an inscription says: Made by Dimkovi Brothers, 1891.
Stories of the distant times are told along legends of Hadji Andon who after
committing a sin became one of the benefactors of the village and generously
donated funds to the school and the church.

The church in Teshovo has a great historical and architectural value. The Church of
St. Dimitar is painted with numerous scenes and images of biblical writings and
moments of our historical past.

Each year, on October 26th (Dimitroven), a holiday feast of the village and the
church is held. Traditionally, a lamb is sacrificed and one can spend the night in the
church for good health. On June 29th (Petrovden) a sacrifice by the Chapel of St.
Peter is made and the nightis spent at the Beglijski meadows.
