Simitli - Sushitsa - Brestovo — Komatinski
Rocks

For lovers of active tourism, nature and sports, the Komatinski
Rocks are an incredible challenge. This is a delightful route of
adventure and legends and an exciting experience in nature.
Rocks are a natural phenomenon and there are different
legends about them.

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The starting point of the route is Simitli. Four mountains encircle the
boundaries of the municipality - Rila, Pirin, Malesh and Vlahina. The town is
situated 14 km south of Blagoevgrad and 115 km away from Sofia. On the
territory of the municipality there are parts of the Pirin and Rila National
Parks. The region has resources for ecotourism and development of small
settlements.

In order to reach the Komathinski Rocks, tourists should pass through the
villages of Krupnik, Sushitsa and Brestovo. The road is asphalt.

The distance from the town of Simitli to Krupnik is about 6 km. The village is
situated in the valley of Middle Struma (Simitli-Krupnik valley), in the
northern slopes of Malesh Mountain, near the right bank of the Struma
River, before the river enters the Kresna Gorge. Sushitsa River runs near
the village, which is a right tributary of Struma. It cuts down Malesh
Mountain from the mountain Vlachina. Krupnik and the surrounding area
have millennial and extremely rich history. It is assumed that during the

time of Emperor Gordian Ill (238), there was a military camp. Roman coins
and arrows were found in the area in the Gradishte fortress near the village
of Krupnik. The many archaeological monuments and finds in the area of
Krupnik give grounds to believe that during the Antiquity there was a small
town on an area of about 200 decares.

The distance from Krupnik to the village of Sushitsa is about 7 km. The road
is asphalt.

As in most mountain villages, for the construction of the houses there
mainly timber extracted in the area is used. Most houses are two-storeyed,
with verandas. There are still preserved buildings on two floors, the first
one being made of stone or bricks.

According to the historical data from the end of the 19th century, Gotse
Delchev had stayed in the village, and in the beginning of the 20th century
Sushitsa was a hiding place for the group of Yane Sandanski along with the
kidnapped American Miss Ellen Stone.

120 decares in the land of the village of Sushitsa have been declared a
protected site "Occupation of the Geranium aristatum", because of the
preservation of the valuable plant species. The plant Geranium aristatum is
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Bulgaria - the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia Programme

found only in the Vlahina Mountain, in the area of the former Kadiiska
(Sushitsa) frontier post in the area of Sushitsa village.

Because of the relief and terrain of the settlement, the square of the village
is not big. In the center of the village is the Church "St. Trinity ", builtin 1884.
Today the temple is restored and well maintained.

A hundred meters from the center there is a small chapel - holy spring St.
Nedelya. According to local people this was once an ancient sacred place.
Brestovo is located about ten kilometers from the village of Sushitsa. To
reach it, tourists should continue along the same asphalt road. The village

is at the foot of Malesh Mountain at 700-990 m altitude.

The village of Brestovo was originally a quarter of Troskovo village. The
monastery St. Archangel Michael gives popularity to the village. The
monastery is also known as Troskovski. Itis located a kilometer north of the
neighborhood of Brestovo village Komatnitsa and a few kilometers
southwest of Troskovo.

According to historical evidence, a guest of the monastery was llyo
Maleshevski. The monastery was used in the national liberation movement
of the Bulgarians from this region as a courier center. Many times it has
been visited by IMRO officials, including Gotse Delchev. During the Miss
Stone affair, the captured American was brought here by the detachment of
Yane Sandanski. The monastery is
in the valley of Stara Reka in
Popovska neighborhood, in the
area of the village of Brestovo,
under the road to the village of
Suhostrel. The Monastery of St.
Archangel Michael was built in
1149. On April 4, 1904, the
Krupnitsa earthquake destroyed
the monastery. Today only the
church exists. The road leading to
the monastery at the beginning is
asphalt, and then it turns into dirt.
From the sign of the village of
Brestovo, tourists turn right and

thengo about2 kmtoreachiit.

Architecturally, the restored church is three-nave. The iconostasis in the
church is preserved in its antique form from 1905-1906. The icons of the
iconostasis and the frescos (The Last Supper) are the work of the Bansko
Art School and more exactly of Dimitar Sirleshov.

The monastery church opens on major Christian holidays. The temple
feast is at St. Archangel Michael's Day. On this day, according to tradition,
the worshipers gather and give a sacrificial rite called kurban, while the
priest reads a prayer for health and makes water well ceremony.

About 30 minutes from the Brestovski Monastery, over the river in the
northwest end of the rock mass is the tree that has gained popularity as
Chudodaen Dren (Miracle dogwood). A path that is "marked" by bags
attached to the trees leads to it. According to people's stories, snaking
through the tree made possible for hundreds of (infertile) women to have
babies through the years.

There are many holy places in the area. Traditionally, on the eve of St.
lliya's Day, every year worshipers walk the road to the chapel "St. lliya" to
reach the Popovo neighborhood of the village of Brestovo.

The villages of Sushitsa and Brestovo are also a starting point for climbing
the peak Ogreyak (1924 m), which is the highest peak of Vlahina mountain.
The peak is known to local people more with its old name Kadiytza (until
1942 the name of the peak is Kadiytza, in the period 1942 - 1946 it was
renamed Ogreyak, from 1946 to 1989 it was again Kadiytza and after 1989
itis called Ogreyak). The location of the peak is in the southernmost part of
the main mountain ridge, south of Mount Delibov stone. To the southeast,
through the saddle Sedloto (Chetalo) it connects with the highest peak in
Malesh Mountain - llyov peak (1803 m). Until 1942 llyov peak was named
Dzhamo or Dzhama. On its ridge in the north-south direction the national
frontier between Bulgaria and the Republic of Macedonia passes. If you
decide to climb, it is important to know that a permission from the Border
Police is required.

To the summits of Ogreyak (Kadiytza) and llyov peak (Dzhamo or Dzhama)
there are no marked tourist routes. From Ogreyak peak (Kadiytza) tourists
canreach llyov peak (Dzhamo or Dzhama) along a dirt road.
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From Brestovo to the rocks there is a dirt road on which only off road
vehicles can be used. The Komatinski Rocks are about 25 km from Simitli,
between the villages of Brestovo and Suhostrel. They are shaped as a
wreath. The most impressive of the three rock massifs is the southwest
one.

The bizarre rocky forms are likened by people to different figures.

Atthe foot of the rocks there is a pagan sanctuary, which is believed to have
been a cult place for the ancient Thracians. Solar symbols are carved in the
stones ("bowls with chutes"), which represent the Sun's Son. It is believed
that here the priests performed their spectacular religious rituals.

Besides rich of natural and historical landmarks, the area of the mountain is
also abundantin blueberries.
Komatinski rocks are a good place for rock climbing, biking and hiking.
