(RURAL REVIVAL)
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Mikrevo is a village in Southwest Bulgaria. The village of Mikrevo is situated at
203 meters above sea level on the right bank of Struma River and occupies the
two banks of the Mikrevska River, east of the slopes of Maleshevska Mountain.
Itis located in the municipality of Strumyani, Blagoevgrad region. The village is
145 km away from Sofia, 11 km from the town of Sandanski and 33 km from the
border town of Kulata. Near the village of Mikrevo are: Strumyani, llindentsi,
Drakata, Valkovo, Palat, the villages of Tsaparevo and Goreme. It is assumed

that the name of the village derives from the Greek word "micros", which
means little.

What makes Mikrevo interesting is the fact that the area of village has a rich
millennial history. The presence of archaeological monuments and artefacts
prove that this area has been inhabited since ancient times. A settlement
discovered in the locality of Beluha, located 1.5 km west of the Mikrevo,
testifies to human life from XII-VI c. BC. According to archaeologists, it is likely
that the settiement was the heir to another one - even older, probably linked to
the fortress in Vraten Chukar locality dated to the late Iron Age (XVI-XI century
BC). The fortress is built on an area of 5 decares and is located on a naturally
protected hill, about 1.5 km southwest of the village, on the road to the village of
Tsaparevo. On its north and west slopes there are fragments of clay pots,
building materials and stone piles. Coins from Emperor Constantine (IV
century AD) were also found here, which indicates that the fortress thrived in
other historical periods as well.

The great historical landmark of the early Byzantine period in the Mikrevo
village is the Early Byzantine Basilica dating back to the beginning of the 5th -
6th century under the "Gradishteto" fortress, in Dolno Gradishte. The church is
three-nave, with a narthex, baptistery and polychrome floor mosaic. The
existence of such a building on this site is evidence that this settlement played
an important role in the cultural and
political life of the region, whose
centre was probably Particopolis.
Next to the garden, in the centre of the
village is the Fountain - a monument
of the victims of the Balkan and the 1st
World Wars.

An International Folklore Festival
"Maleshevo Sings and Dances" is
held in the village. Since it was found,
the festival has preserved and

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promoted the folklore richness not only of Maleshevia and Bulgaria but also of
the Balkans, Europe and the world. Itis held annually and visitors can enjoy the
folklore of the Balkan peoples.

After the village of Mikrevo, the next stop is the village of Tsaparevo. Itis 16 km
away, located at the foot of the Maleshevska Mountain, in the historically
geographic area of Karshiyaka, at the height of 700 - 1100 m above sea level.
The village of Tsaparevo is as big as the average Balkan village. The church of
the village - "St. Dimitar" was erected in 1847.

According to one of the legends the name of the village comes from the word
"Tsapim" (which means chopping) and from there "Tsapa" (chopping wood)

and finally Tsaparevo.

The feast of the village of Tsaparevo is dedicated to the llinden Revolutionary
uprising. Annually here is made kurban (soup from sacrificed lamb) which is
given outfor good health on the day of llinden (20th of July).

From Tsaparevo to Goreme village the distance is 5 km. Goreme is situated in
the southeast slopes of Maleshevska mountain, at the foot of the Goremski
Rid, about 642 m above sea level. Through the land of the village Tsaparevska
and Goremskarivers flow.

On the way to Goreme, stop northwest from the village at Staro selishte
locality, where the remains of an ancient settlement were found. In the Krasto
areathere is an ancient necropolis.

If you are walking around the village of Goreme, do not miss to see the church
called "St. Dimitar". It was built in 1860. Architecturally it is a large three-nave
basilica with an external gallery from the south and west. Inside there are
precious cassette ceilings with two suns on the ceiling of the central hall. The

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iconostasis is painted and
partially carved. The eight
royal and fourteen apostolic
icons were painted by an
unknown author in 1869
and have original
iconography and style.
The architectural
appearance of Goreme is
shaped by its houses -
Ograzhden Maleshevo
style. Four of the houses in the village are cultural monuments. Villages with
authentic Ograzhden-Maleshevo style architecture in the vicinity are also the
villages of Igralishte, Kolibite, Palat, Gorna Ribnitsa and others.

According to the local history of the village in 1847 the church was built, in 1875
- a school was opened, in 1878 - participation in the Kresna-Razlog rebellion.
In 1901, teacher Hristo Kulsev founded a committee of VMRO, in 1902, the
Goreme Uprising was inflamed. Today, in the village of Goreme, a monument
of the people who died in the Goreme Uprising in 1902 and the Kresna - Razlog
Uprising in 1903 is erected as a sign of gratitude. Traditionally every year in
September the feast of the village of Goreme takes place. The heroes of the
Goreme Uprising (1902-1903) are not forgotten to these days by the
inhabitants of the village. Goreme is one of the main rebel centres in Petrich
area during the Gornodjumaisko Uprising in 1902.

7 km from the road exit to Tsaparevo in the direction of the village of Razdol,
you can get to the village of Gorna Ribnitsa. The distance from the road to the
village is only 5 km butit's only reachable by off road vehicles.

The village of Gorna Ribnitsa is known for the first church school established
here. One room dedicated as a classroom was in the mill located on the
Mikrevska River. The first teacher was Dimitar Ikonomov who was a tailor by
profession. He required the pupils to bring seamstress kits to school, so if
needed, they could conceal their school activities.

"On May 10, 1844, the students assembled again in grandfather's Nure mill to
write the alphabet ..." (from the memoirs of Dimitar Ikonomov's). This date was
also adopted as the date of establishment of the new Bulgarian school in
Gorna Ribnitsa. With great effort and with the help of the unqualified master

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Dimitria, part of the peasants and students in 1846 near the mill was built a
cosy school building. These first steps, albeit difficult, set the beginning of a
new Bulgarian education not only in Karshiaka, but also in Melnik and Petrich
regions. Literacy was the primary goal of the education. Reading, writing, and
simple calculation was studied. The school turned into an attractive center not
only for students from Gorna Ribnitsa, but also for children from the villages of
Goreme, Tsaparevo, Razdol, Dobri Laki, from the more remote villages Palat
and Karpelevo, and from the villages beyond Struma - Sklave, Ormanite.
Rumors about the new school reached the Greek bishop in Melnik, who
repeatedly sent soldiers to the village, but they never found the it.

The creation of the first Bulgarian school with textbooks in the village gave it a
new name - Ribnitsa (the fish), named after the textbook by Petar Beron which
had afish painted onits covers.

The few remaining houses in the village have preserved the authenticity of the
Revival architecture typical for this region. In 1846-1849 the church of St.
Athanasius was builtin the village. The feast of village Gorna Ribnitsa is held at
"St. Virgin Mary "- 15 August.
