Basket-weaving began during the 19th century, as the articles made were
particularly useful for their daily lives. The use of wicker or reeds has been

practised in Cyprus as a professional activity in the Mesogi village Pafos,
Liopetri and Livadia communities.

Different types of baskets can be made such as the large “kofina”, or woven
baskets used for the collection and transportation of agricultural produce, the
linen baskets and the baskets used by the fishermen.

Kataklysmos Fair is documented since the 19th century and takes place fifty days following
Easter and includes the Friday preceding All Souls’ Day, All Soul’s Day or the day before
Whit Sunday or Pentecost, Pentecost, Monday of the Holy Spirit (Whit Monday), Tuesday
and Wednesday, known as “Kataklysmos” days (days of the flood) from the custom of

sprinkling each other with water

Celebrationn includes competitions of traditional Cypriot folk poetry, love songs, oral poetic
duelling known as “tsiattista”, traditional flute players and dancers. The féte programme is
completed with various entertainment programmes, folk music concerts, dance
performances, satire and mimes, musical theatre performances, conjuring and juggling
shows, children’s theatrical performances and “Karaghiozis” shadow theatre festival.
