Funded by Interreg Europe, the PURE COSMOS project (Public authorities Role Enhancing

Competitiveness of SMEs) has enabled Birmingham City Council to share learning,

knowledge and study Good Practices with partners from Italy, Hungary, Germany, UK,

Greece, Czech Republic and Spain to find new ways to tackle challenges to improve the

effectiveness of public-sector support and services to enhance SMEs competitiveness.

V rámci mezinárodního projektu Pure Cosmos (Public authorities Role Enhancing Competitiveness 

of SMEs, spolufinancovaného z Evropské unie a Evropského fondu pro regionální rozvoj, programu 

INTERREG EUROPE) zaměřeného na úlohu veřejné správy při podpoře malých a středních podniků 

se uskutečnil workshop přímo na Krajském úřadě Ústeckého kraje. Zde prezentovali svou činnost 

a příklady dobré praxe zahraniční experti, konkrétně z Anglie a Řecka. Diskutovanými tématy bylo 

vytvoření modelu One Stop Shop a inovační ekosystém.  

„Ústecký kraj se aktuálně snaží nastavit systém podpory podnikání v regionu z úrovně veřejné správy, 

proto vítáme konkrétní příklady dobré praxe a úspěchů ze zahraničí. Je to pro nás velmi zajímavé 

téma,“ zmínil při zahájení náměstek hejtmana Stanislav Rybák.

o nastavení celého projektu, jeho financování, způsobech hodnocení, nastavení placených 

a neplacených služeb ad.
