The management of the Natura 2000 sites is carried out by
Park Authorities, Mountain Union and Provinces:

a) in the adoption of conservation measures and
management plans referred to in d.p.r. 357/1997;

b) in carrying out the assessment of the impact of plans and
interventions, if the same are subject to the environmental
impact assessment procedures referred to in regional Law.

c) in the execution of periodic monitoring;

d) in the annual transmission to the Region of data on
monitoring and impact assessment
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- 76 SCI/ZSC.: all SCI have concluded recognition process in SCA based on the
