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1. Introduction  
 

Region of Western Greece organized a Transnational Web Workshop on the 06th and 

07th of July 2020 in Patras within the framework of ESMARTCITY INTERREG MED 2014 – 

2020 Programme (Enabling Smarter City in the MED area through networking). 

Esmartcity project aims to improve energy efficiency in public buildings and public 

lighting networks by using new technologies. Its objective is to promote Mediterranean 

smart cities, which invest in digital solutions to offer citizens better services, reduce 

their environmental impacts and produce new employability and living scenarios. More 

generally, Esmartcity aims at supporting innovation to favor green growth and 

sustainable development in the Mediterranean area. 

The two major outputs of the project, the Green Paper for Innovation Policy Change and 

the Smart City Protocol detail the project proposals for policy improvement / change in 

the partner territories connected with EU 2021-2027 ERDF / Cohesion Policy Funds. 

During the workshop there was simultaneous interpretation from Greek to English and 

vice versa, and for those who wished, there was the availability to attend the workshop 

physically. 

At the beginning of the first session on each day of the workshop, the attendants were 

informed by the representative of the organizational team that for those attending the 

workshop on – line, continuous technical support was provided and for those who 

physically attended the workshop at the Region of Western Greece Board Venue all the 

appropriate measures for the prevention of the transmission of Covid – 19 had been 

received. Finally, they were informed that any personal data processing taking place in 

the context of the workshop was in compliance with the GDPR and the applicable law. 

The invitation to the Transnational Web Workshop has been appended in Annex 1, the 

detailed agenda of both the days of the Workshop has been appended in Annex 2. The 

two-day Workshop had more than 100 participants, digitally and physically, and the 

detailed lists have been appended in Annex 3.  
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2. Speakers  
 

2.1. Speakers on the First Day of the Workshop 

 

The opening and welcome speech was delivered by Mrs Maria Makri, representative of 

the Region of Western Greece and project manager of the ESMARTCITY for RWG, who 

moderated the whole Workshop. 

Mr Panagiotis Papadopoulos, Chairman of Regional Council of Region of Western 

Greece, welcomed the attendants (Figure 1) on behalf of the Regional Board and made 

some introductory comments about the working team and the implementation of the 

entire project which lead to this workshop. Mr Papadopoulos underlined that this 

transnational project has as main objective to ameliorate everyday life of the citizens 

owing to the smartcity applications that can be developed for the cities of tomorrow. 

As, he mentioned, the

underlines that 

smartcity is a city 

where traditional things 

become more efficient 

with the use of 

technology, but there is 

a conversation about 

how the technology can 

have a negative impact 

on citizens’ privacy and 

human rights. 

 

 

The first session of the first day was opened by Mrs Maria Makri, who presented the 

ESMARTCITY Project (Figure 2). Mrs Makri mentioned that the project, which is being 

performed by ten partners coming from six Mediterranean Countries, focuses on Smart 

Cities as innovation Ecosystems “Enabling Smarter City in the MED Area through

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Networking” and its objective is to improve the innovation capacities of the 

Mediterranean Cities by creating innovation ecosystems and applying the Smart City 

Concept with the use of digital technologies. Mrs Makri presented activities that took 

place in Esmartcity Project and the main outputs of the project.

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local needs and then he presented the pilot demonstrations that took place about 

smarter energy efficient buildings and smarter public lighting. In his conclusion, Mr 

Ferrarini outlined the technical challenges, the involvement and smart – city – culture 

challenges that have to be met and referred to the solutions proposed in the Green 

Paper for Innovation Policy Change.  

 

Then Mr Lampros

Greece responsible for 

Energy, Environment, 

Natural Resources and 

Spatial Planning (Figure 4), 

congratulated the working 

team of the project and 

stated that ESMARTCITY 

has to be considered as 

tool that will allow us to use 

all the conclusions that were drawn to affect people on a long term, make cities smarter 

and everyday life easier for the citizens. Mr Dimitrogiannis also mentioned the 

initiatives that have been taken by the Region of Western Greece towards the adoption 

of the valuable innovative applications that were created in the frame of this project. 

 

Next in the agenda was the presentation of the Green Paper for Innovation Policy 

Change, which was made by Mrs Maria Makri and Mrs Konstantina Marousi, RWG 

External Expert (Figure 5). More specifically, Mrs Marousi described what is the Green 

paper and stated that contains recorded and systematized knowledge on relevant topics 

as digitalization, open data and green procurement, collected good practices from 

ESMARTCITY implementation and from around Europe, proposals for policy change in 

the partner territories existing policies, strategies and structures as well as 

recommendations for Innovation Policy Change. The recommendations are about Open 

Innovation Platform, Green and Circular Economy, Green Smart Public Building and 

Smart Lighting, Advance in Digitalization, Innovative Green Products and Services, Green

implementation. Mr Verocchi 

mentioned the EU Regions 

detailed plans to set out how money from the European Structural and Investment 

Funds will be spent in the next Period 2021 – 2027.

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The second session of the first day of the workshop titled as “Smart Cities & 

Electromobility in Smart Cities”, started with the presentation ”Smart Cities V2.0, the 

next day” given by Mr Dimitris Papastergiou, Mayor of municipality of Trikala and 

President of the Greek Central Union of Municipalities (KEDE) (Figure 13). Mr 

Dimitrogiannis welcomed Mr Papastergiou and thanked him for the honor to take part 

in the workshop. Mr Papastergiou coming from one of the smarter cities in Greece, 

Trikala, stated things change, new needs come up and technology has managed to show 

how valuable its role is in terms of emergency. “This is how we managed the crisis”, he 

stated, and “this is how we will create smart cities”.  The term "smart cities" means, as 

he explained, smart administration that includes smart people who can go beyond 

technology and deploy the added value of what's more important. He underlined that 

by using the greek expression "focusing on the forest instead of the tree". “Gadgets and 

smart devices are very useful but we must consider these things in their real dimension 

and it is administration’ s responsibility to bring them to a level that citizens can 

understand in order to catch line with all the opportunities that have been developed”. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Mr Dimitrogiannis thanked the Mayor of the Municipality of Trikala for his presentation, 

expressed his hope that the collaboration between all the grades of administration and 

Greek Central Union of Municipalities (KEDE) increase and then Mrs Makri gave the

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floor to the  next speaker of the session, Mr Petros Ganos, Municipality of Patras, who 

talked about the Smart Initiatives at the Municipality of Patras (Figure 14). 

Mr Ganos presented the already implemented smart actions in the municipality of 

Patras, such as the participation in the DCC - Digital Cities Challenge program and the 

tele-control of Municipal Lighting, as well as he described the strategic plan for 

Sustainable Urban Development. Among the smart activities planned are the 

development of smart sensors network to measure the quality of the urban 

environment, the development of smart mobility solutions for smart parking, real – 

time traffic conditions and smart bus stops and the adoption of smart ICT applications 

to promote thematic tourism.

Next to take part in the workshop was Mr loannis Mardikis, “Dynamic Vision” Circular 

Economy Business Expert with the presentation “EnerNETMob: Electromobility in the 

dimension of transnationality - transregionality” (Figure 15). Mr Mardikis described the 

three pilots that took place within the framework of the project which were in 

reference to sea – road trips, renewable energy sources and city – logistics for the last 

mile freight transport connections and then he referred to the project results.

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Last but not least, the final presentation of the second session was made by Dr Georgios 

Vokas, from the Department of Electrical and Electronics Engineering, University of 

West Attica with the title “1st Electric-Diesel Ferry in Greece connecting Smart Green 

Ports” (Figure 17). Dr Vokas referred to the energy problem and the challenge to 

combine the hybrid ships, renewable energy and safe charging which led to the first 

Greek Electric – Diesel Ship connecting Smart Green Ports.

2.2. Speakers on the Second Day of the Workshop 

 

The second day of the Transnational Workshop with the subject of Smart Cities in the 

context of Circular Economy, started with welcoming by Mr Nektarios Farmakis, Head of 

Region of Western Greece (Figure 18), who stated that due to the project it was 

revealed how technological developments enable cities to adopt better everyday 

conditions in the context of the Circular Economy.

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Mr Farmakis then, welcomed Mr George Kremlis to the workshop. Mr Kremlis is Special 

Advisor to the Greek Prime Minister on Environment and Circular Economy and 

Honorary Director in the European Commission (EC), in charge of circular economy 

issues on behalf of DGENV (Figure 19). Mr Kremlis’ presentation with the title “The 

Smart City in the context of “Next Generation — EU”, was an honorary contribution to 

the Workshop. He elaborated on the reasons why climate and energy transition, blue 

economy, sustainable mobility, circular economy and digital transformation are and 

have to remain as the main pillars of national recovery strategies.

Mr Mardikis 

on the second day of the 

Workshop mentioned that “We 

need to rebrain circular economy 

(CE), regional action plan to 

contain CE best practices

funding – financial tool’s exploitation.”  

The third presentation of this session was about “The role of Blue Energies in improving 

sustainability and circularity of socio-economic systems” by Mr Simone Bastianoni, 

Provost for Sustainability University of Siena; President of the Alliance for the Carbon 

Neutrality of Siena (Figure 21). Mr Bastianoni said that there is no pleasant alternative 

to Sustainable Development, that sustainability is not a matter of “trade offs” but of 

harmonization and that circularity is a necessary feature of economy. Mr Bastianoni also 

added that energy to facilitate circularity cannot be “fossil” and that blue energy can 

and should become a key factor of the Green Deal.

Following to Mr Bastianoni was the presentation of Dr Athanasios Kalogeras from the 

Research Centre ATHENA and the lndustrial Systems Institute, who presented Open 

Data as a Driver for Innovation and Circularity (Figure 22). Dr Kalogeras referred to the 

two policy recommendations for digitalization and open innovation, to the open data 

engagement model, to the governance and value chain as well as he described the open 

data market size in EU28+.

Mrs Makri thanked Dr Kalogeras for his interesting presentation, underlined how 

important open data are for a smart city and gave the floor to Dr Nikolaos Voros 

professor at the Electrical & Computer Engineering Department of the University of 

Peloponnese, to make his presentation about “SMART4ALL “An extensive network of 

Digital Innovation Hubs for boosting technology and business development in South, 

Eastern and Central Europe” (Figure 23).

The second session of the second day of the Workshop, focusing on Smart 

Entrepreneurship, started with Mr Fokion Zaimis, Deputy Head of Region of Western 

Greece, responsible for Entrepreneurship, Research and Innovation (Figure 27). Mr 

Zaimis, among other things, said that the Region of Western Greece the previous days 

announced a call for Circular Economy in a different way, since “We are not talking 

about circular economy any more, but about social innovation and Region of Western

Following to Mr Zaimis was the presentation about “Energy 4.0.: Energy digitization for 

the digital transformation of SmartCities using loT and Al” by Dr Stelios Koutroubinas, 

CEO at Meazon A.E. (Figure 28). Mr Koutroubinas explained that the future is based on 

robots, electric vehicles, 3D printing, artificial intelligence, which can be a valuable tool 

in the fields of genetics, biology, quantum computing and digitization. Moreover, Mr 

Koutroubinas presented that the mission of Meazon is to enable energy digitization by 

designing advanced energy sensors wirelessly connected to the cloud and added that 

Meazon applies machine learning algorithms on the data for intelligent actions.

Next speaker, was Mr Chris Xouris, CE0 at Gaia Robotics with his presentation “A Smart 

Future for Farming: An Innovative SME Perspective” (Figure 29). Mr Xouris explained 

why information, land, practice skills, marketing and funding are crucial points in 

agriculture  improvement chain, presented “My.Gaia”, the platform developed by Gaia 

Robotics, as well as the collaborations that Gaia Robotics has cultivated with companies 

all over Greece, such as with the company Kyknos S.A. and Orfanos Estate.

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The session proceeded with the presentation “Readiness Index in Smart Cities and 

Smart Regions”, made by Dr Yorgos Stephanedes, professor at the Department of Civil 

Engineering at the University of Patras (Figure 30). Dr Stephanedes mentioned that the 

goal set is to implement safe transport systems at reduced risk in a circular economy 

framework at smart cities and smart regions with emphasis on road network, and on 

interactions with city and regional hubs and outlined the circular economy needs for 

Smart Cities and Smart Regions.

Mrs Makri, moderator of the whole workshop, thanked Dr Stephanedes for his 

intervention, and informed the attendants that unfortunately, Dr Eleni Tsipouri, 

professor at the Department of Economics, National and Kapodistrian University of 

Athens, could not make her presentation titled “Smart Entrepreneurship: Digital 

transition to virtual ecosystems” due to technical reasons. 

The second and last session of the workshop was closed with Mr Stylianos Karatzas’ 

intervention (Figure 31). Mr Karatzas is head of a Research Programme at the 

Department of Civil Engineering which focuses on smart infrastructure in the context of 

smart cities. Mr Karatzas presented the project HORIZON TwinERGY and underlined that 
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“We do not only need detached systems no matter how smart they are, but we need to 

lay special emphasis on the interability of those systems.”

Furthermore, anyone who preferred to watch 

the workshop live, but did not want to give 

personal details for the registration, could 

watch the workshop online on the YouTube 

channels of the ESMARTCITY project 

(youtu.be/tdWK4wOWk8g  and youtu.be/-

RUHgvCqc9U)  and Region of Western Greece 

(https://youtu.be/zMJ1zJHfPtg )  as well as on 

the page routelab.gr.

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On the first day of the workshop, 73 people watched the workshop live via the page 

routelab.gr in Greek and 67 people in English, 3 people via the Youtube channel of the 

ESMARTCITY project in Greek and 4 people in English. Moreover, on the first day, 5 

people watched the event through the Youtube channel of RWG. On the second day of 

the Workshop, 52 people watched the workshop live via the page routelab.gr in Greek 

and 40 people in English, 6 people via the Youtube channel of the ESMARTCITY project 

in Greek, 3 people in English and 1 person watched the event through the Youtube 

channel of RWG.  

There was simultaneous translation from Greek to English and vice – versa, not only for 

those attending physically, but also for those attending via the web. The attendants 

physically could use special translation equipment whereas attendants via the web 

could choose either the Greek or the English room of Zoom or the Greek or English 

Youtube channel. All the attendants physically had the chance to raise questions or 

make statements by raising their hand whereas the attendants via the cloud platform 

Zoom by using the chat room. 

Specialised technical support team was on line during the workshop to guide and help 

each and every speaker or attendant with the use of the platform and to deal with any 

technical problem may have occurred. 

 

3.2 Attendants with physical presence  

 

Furthermore, since all the measures against the transmission of the Covid – 19 virus 

were taken, forty three people joined physically every day of the workshop, 

approximately thirty people per session, who had the chance to watch all the 

presentations from monitors that were located at the Region of Western Greece Board 

Venue. Three cameras and special audio equipment were located at the Venue so that 

anyone, either attending physically or via the web, could listen to every speaker and 

watch every presentation in the language preferred. 

The attendants with physical presence had the chance to get the Green Paper for 

Innovation Policy Change in hard copy as well as promotional material about the 

ESMARTCITY project. Coffee, snacks, traditional goodies and light lunch, with various 
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vegan and vegetarian choices, was on offer on both the days of the Workshop whereas 

a doctor was stand by the Workshop in order to offer his health care services in case of 

an emergency. 

 

Polite and kindful secretariat (Figure 35) was 

on duty so as to help the physically attendants 

with the registration and distribute translation 

equipment and means of health protection, 

such as gloves, masks and antiseptics (Figure

ανάπτυξη απηύθυνε χαιρετισμό ο Περιφερειάρχης, Νεκτάριος Φαρμάκης ο οποίος και 

επεσήμανε ότι μέσα από το έργο ESMARTCITY αναδεικνύεται με τον καλύτερο τρόπο

όπου απηύθυνε χαιρετισμό ο Αντιπεριφερειάρχης Επιχειρηματικότητας, Έρευνας και 

Καινοτομίας, Φωκίων Ζαΐμης. Εστίασε στις δράσεις της ΠΔΕ στον τομέα της 

επιχειρηματικότητας και στη δημιουργία του Κόμβου Ψηφιακής Καινοτομίας στην ΠΔΕ 

και του προγράμματος REBRAIN GREECE, ώστε οι εταιρείες να αναπτύξουν τις ιδέες 

τους και να επωφεληθούν από μια συνδεδεμένη, παγκόσμια οικονομία. 

H γαλάζια ενέργεια, τα ανοιχτά δεδομένα, τα εικονικά οικοσυστήματα και το έξυπνο 

μέλλον για τη γεωργία ξεχώρισαν μεταξύ των θεμάτων στα οποία εστίασαν οι ομιλητές 

από SMEs και ακαδημαϊκούς φορείς κατά τη δεύτερη ημέρα των εργασιών του 

συνεδρίου.
