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This report presents the contents of the Policy Commitment established for Alentejo and includes the
full document (binding act) in Portuguese, signed by CCDR-Alentejo, the public body responsible for
the regional development policy and the coordination of the various sectoral policies at regional level,
in Alentejo, Portugal.

1. Background

The +RESILIENT project, co-financed by the MED programme and developed by a partnership including
seven Mediterranean countries (Italy, France, Spain, Portugal, Slovenia, Croatia, Greece), aims to
promote the improvement of policies and practices in the social economy field, seeking to leverage
social innovation dynamics, creating socially responsible value chains and contributing to the capacity
building of public and private entities.

Over four years, +RESILIENT has developed initiatives to create and test instruments, methods and
solutions that can be used by territorial actors to respond to diverse social needs, including new
challenges resulting from demographic change, new forms of exclusion, increasing digitalisation and
other global dynamics, which occur in the various regions involved.

Along the project development, the following structuring principles stand out:

Participatory approach: collaboration, partnership and networking of multiple stakeholders, allowing
the approach of social challenges from different perspectives, facilitating the recognition of the
importance of social innovation and contributing to the sustainability of the project actions;

4-Helix cooperation: collaboration between public authorities (e.g. local/regional/national), the
private sector, the education sector (e.g. universities/research centres) and civil society, to drive social
innovation practices;

Social Innovation and Digital Innovation: mishmash of social and digital innovation, leveraging
dynamics of technological incorporation, the use of open data and the promotion of successful models
for the digital transition.

Social impact assessment: creation of solutions for monitoring and assessing the sustainability of
social innovation actions and for evaluating their impacts.
