
 

 

The MONITOOL project aims to provide a robust database of dissolved and 
labile metal concentrations in transitional and coastal waters for adapting the 
existing water Environmental Quality Standards (EQS; 0.45 μm filtered) for 
Diffusive Gradients in Thin-films (DGT) passive sampling devices (EQS-DGT) in 
order to improve and facilitate the chemical status assessment of waters under 
the Water Framework Directive (WFD). 
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MONITOOL partners share results and plan next
