,, Jarnovgrad medieval”

Cea mai raspandita teorie a
originii numelui initial Tarnovgrad
este slava - din limba slava veche
mai exact, tranev (spini), tranov
(spinoasa), adica ,,spinos, spinosi”,
si grada (orasul) - ,,un loc ingradit, o
cetate, o fortareata”, din care s-au
dezvoltat ulterior formele ulterioare
ale numelui orasului.

Veliko Tarnovo are peste 6 mii de
ani de istorie, primele dovezi ale
vietii dateaza din 4000 i.Hr. si au
fost gasite in localitatea Kachitsa.
Ramasite de traci si alte triburi
antice au fost gasite pe Dealul
Trapezitsa si la poalele sale. Pe
dealul Tsarevets a existat o asezare
romana fortificata. Mai tarziu,
acolo a existat o asezare bizantina
fortificata. Din aceasta perioada
sunt cunoscute ramasitele a sapte
biserici crestine timpurii, una dintre
ele fiind bazilica cu trei nave,
considerata catedrala episcopala.

Zona din jurul orasului a fost locuita
de slavi. in perioada VII - VllI c. a fost

creata o asezare pe dealul Tsarevets
locuita de slavi si protobulgari.
Orasul a fost probabil una dintre
resedintele conducatorilor bulgari,
avand in  vedere populatiile
protobulgare si slave din regiune.
Orasul a fost atacat de pecenegi,
uzi si cumani. In aceastd perioada
a existat acolo o mare garnizoana
bulgara. Potrivit multor istorici,
orasul Tarnovo a fost construit
de Han Krum. Pe dealul Tsarevets
au fost descoperite fundatii ale
cladirilor din Primul Regat Bulgar.
in  biserica ,Sf. Chetirideset
machenitsi” au fost gasite coloane
purtand inscriptiile lui Han Krum si
Han Omurtag (inscriptia din Tarnov
a lui Han Omurtag).

Tarnovgrad a devenit un oras
important in timpul Primului stat
bulgar. Din cauza importantei sale,
este posibil sa fi fost resedinta
conducatorilor. Turnurile circulare
si zidurile masive de fortificatie
din jurul complexului manastirii




,Velikata Lavra”, construit in
secolele XI-XII, marturisesc ca orasul
era un mare centru.

n 1185, fratii Ivan-Asen si Teodor-
Petru au proclamat in biserica
»Sf. Dimitar” sfarsitul stapanirii
bizantine, care a durat 167 de ani si
au proclamat Tarnovo ca capitala a
noului regat bulgar. Orasul medieval
acrescut rapid si s-a dezvoltat ca cea
mai impenetrabila cetate bulgara in
secolele XII - XIV. A devenit cel mai
important centru politic, economic,
cultural si religios din Bulgaria.
Avand rolul de capitala in timpul
celui de-al Doilea regat bulgar
(1187 - 1393), este situata pe patru
dealuri - Tsarevets, Trapezitsa,
Sveta Gora si Devingrad (Momina
krepost). Conform contemporanilor
din Evul Mediu, Tarnovo era noul
lerusalim, Roma si Constantinopol,
ba chiar luate impreuna. in oras este
convocata o conventie bisericeasca
si se creeaza o Arhiepiscopie
autocefala in Tarnovo, condusa de
arhiepiscopul Vasile.

Pe locul garii Trapezitsa de astazi
se afla un cartier evreiesc. Tarnovo
este cunoscut sub numele de
lerusalimul bulgar. Treizeci de
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moaste ale sfintilor au fost pastrate
la Tarnovo. Moastele Sf. Ivan Rilski,
Sf. Mihail Razboinicul, Sf. Hilarion
din Meglen, Sf. loan din Polivot si Sf.
Filofteia.

in literatura seculara si bisericeasca
din secolele Xl - XIV se gasesc
diverse epitete si nume ale orasului:
Tsarevgrad Tarnov, Orasul mare
Tarnovo, marele oras Tarnovo, orasul
mantuit de Dumnezeu Tarnovo.

Dealul Tsarevets este inconjurat din
trei parti de raul Yantra. in timpul
celui de-al Doilea stat bulgar a fost
locuit de curtea regala, de boieri si
de patriarh. Este inconjurat de un
zid de cetate construit pe stanci
naturale. Cetatea avea trei intrari.
Intrarea principala incepea cu un pod
mobil deasupra unei stanci taiate si
avea trei usi consecutive, a doua
(Poarta Mica) care leaga Tsarevets
cu Mahalaua Asenova, iar a treia
cu Cetatea Momina (Frankhisar). in
mijlocul lui Tsarevets statea palatul,
care consta dintr-o sala solemna,
biserica ,Sf. Petka ”, cladiri
rezidentiale si agricole, rezervoare
si camere de paza. Era protejat de
ziduri puternice de piatra si turnuri
de lupta.

Reconstituirile istorice din viata de
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zi cu zi, bucataria, mestesugurile,
artele si abilitatile militare ale
Bulgariei, Bizantului si Europei din
secolele XIl - XIV ca o adevarata
punte in timp transporta vizitatorii
intr-o epoca misterioasa si plina de
experiente placute. Festivalul din
2018 a fost dedicat celei de-a 800-
a aniversari a intronarii tarului Ivan
Asen |l si s-au implicat peste 150 de
restauratori din Bulgaria, Romania,
Rusia, Serbia, Ucraina si Ungaria.

al doilea bulgar si in Europa
medievala si s-au demonstrat
diverse mestesuguri: forjare la cald
si rece, slefuire, prelucrare piele,
pergament si productie de hartie,
batutul de monede, sculptura in
lemn, tacamuri, olarit si ceramica,
diferite metode de tesut.

cadrul Programul operational de
dezvoltare regionala ,Asigurarea
accesului si socializarii orasului
medieval si a Cetatii Hotalich” in
valoare de aproape 4.200.000 BGN.
Datorita acesteia, turnul cetatii de
nord-est, portile de est, vest si nord,
biserica boiereasca, biserica de vest
si de est, trei case medievale au
fost restaurate si conservate si s-au
desfasurat lucrari de infrastructura.
Toate acestea au transformat locul
intr-unul preferat pentru oamenii
din Sevlievo si pentru oaspetii
orasului.

Inurmacelortreideceniidecercetare
arheologica ale lui Hotalich, colectia
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muzeului are acum un numar mare
de descoperiri nu doar arheologice,
ci si numismatice. Cea mai mare
descoperire numismatica pe site
este o comoara de aproape 3.000
de monede de cupru scitice gasite
intr-un vas de lut.

Cherven este un oras medieval
bulgar, unul dintre cele mai
importante centre militare,
culturale si bisericesti ale celui de-
al doilea stat bulgar (XIl - XIV). Este
situat in apropierea satului Cherven,
la 55 km sud de Ruse.

O fortareata bizantina timpurie a
existat la Cherven in secolul al VI-
lea. Tn 1235 orasul a devenit sediul
Mitropoliei  bulgare = medievale
Cherven.

n secolul al XIV-lea, teritoriul
orasului a depasit 1,8 kilometri
patrati, cu infrastructura bine
definita, inclusiv un oras fortificat
situat pe o vasta creasta stancoasa
de-a lungul vaii raului Cherni
Lom. S-au dezvoltat o serie de
mestesuguri: exploatarea fierului,
prelucrarea fierului, prelucrarea
metalelor pretioase - aurului,
constructii, arta si alte mestesuguri,
ceea ce il face un centru comercial
important. La sfarsitul secolului al
XIV-lea, impreuna cu alte teritorii
bulgare, a cazut sub stapanirea
otomana si a fost devastat.

Legendele, precum si unele surse
istorice indica faptul ca o mare
parte din locuitorii orasului mare si
prosper in timpul Evului Mediu au
migrat catre asezarea, cunoscuta
in epoca romana sub numele de
Sexaginta Prista, Tn timpul stapanirii
otomane - Ruschuk, astazi - orasul
Ruse.

Cherven este subiectul unui
interes crescut atat din partea
arheologilor, cat si a turistilor.

Primele sapaturi dateaza din 1910
- 1911, sub conducerea prof. Univ.
Vasil Zlatarski. Din 1961 au inceput
sapaturile permanente care continua
pand astazi. in urma sapaturilor
arheologice, au fost descoperite un
palat feudal mare, ziduri de cetate,
doua tuneluri subterane, 18 biserici,
cladiri administrativ-publice,
diferite resedinte, ateliere si strazi.

Turnul cetatii din secolul al XIV-
lea s-a__pastrat _in _intregime.
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Descoperirile de la Cherven sunt
pastrate in Muzeul National de
Istorie si  Muzeul National de
Arheologie din Sofia, precum si
in Muzeul Regional de Istorie din
Ruse. Printre ele se numara cateva
comori mari, care includ bijuterii,
monumente epigrafice, ceramica,
obiecte de uz casnic si multe altele.
Cherven a fost declarat rezervatie
arheologica nationala si este unul
dintre cele mai importante site-uri
turistice din tara.

in 2017, deja traditionalul festival a
avut loc in orasul medieval bulgar, de
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langa satul Cherven, cu participarea
urmatoarelor grupuri:

. Asociatia pentru reconstituiri
istorice ”Chigot”;

. Societatea Medievala MODVS
VIVENDI - Sofia;

"Traditia” - Filiala Veliko Tarnovo;

Intrarea la festival este gratuita,
se plateste numai taxa de intrare
pentru  rezervatia  arheologica
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»Orasul medieval Cherven”.

Ideea festivalului este de a recrea
viata, traiul, mestesugurile si
activitatile militara ale stramosilor
nostri in Evul Mediu, mai ales in
timpul celui de-al doilea Regat
Bulgar. Tn acest scop, Asociatia
”Chigot” si reprezentantii altor
cluburi de restaurare istorice
si restauratori bulgari liberi au
recreat o tabara de lupta medievala
reprezentand viata, mestesugurile
si pregatirea militara a celui de-
al doilea Regat Bulgar. Ruinele
maiestuoase ale orasului fortificat
Cherven, unul dintre principalele
centre ale Bulgariei medievale
din secolele XIll si XIV, au devenit
centrul evenimentului. Evenimentul
a fost nemaipomenit, pentru ca
intruchipa in sine autenticitatea
maxima si posibilitati nenumarate
de distractie. Spre deosebire de alte
tabere si reconstituiri medievale,
participantii la ”Cherven” au
trait in o parte din istorie si nu
au folosit niciun gadget modern,
imbracaminte sau accesorii.

Vizitatorii cetatii au avut ocazia nu
numai sa cunoasca viata medievala,
ci si sa isi incerce abilitatile in tir cu
arcul, activitatile si mestesugurile
vremii, dar si sa invete ceva despre
istoria bulgara.
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Festivalul istoric

Cetatea Shumen este situata la 2
km vest de orasul Shumen. Regiunea
traverseaza rute importante
care leaga Dunarea (la Silistra)
cu Adrianopol si Constantinopol,
precum si coasta Marii Negre de
Nord.

in anul 15 d.Hr. romanii au cucerit
pamanturile actuale din Campia
Dunarii si Cetatea Shumen a devenit
posesie romana. Este probabil ca
numele cetatii sa fi fost Dausdava la
acea vreme, dar nu s-au gasit dovezi
in acest sens. Romanii au construit
un zid nou, cu rosturi de mortar si
cu turnuri - dreptunghiulare si in
forma de U. in jur de anul 250, gotii
au distrus fortul, dar la scurt timp
dupd a fost restaurat. in perioada
romana, cetatea a indeplinit in
principal functii militare si a ramas
in urma cu dezvoltarea economica
fata de vecina Martianopolis
(Devnya) si Abritus (Razgrad).

1n 395, Imperiul Roman a fost impartit
in cel de Apus si cel de Rasarit
(Bizant), iar toate pamanturile
bulgaresti au ramas in Bizant.

Bizantinii construiesc un zid nou,
deja cu turnuri pentagonale, astfel
incat sa nu fie vulnerabili la trageri
de catapulte cu piatra. in perioada
bizantina timpurie, Cetatea Shumen
avea deja semnificatia unui centru
mai mare de productie si comert
- descoperirile de monede (158
monede bizantine timpurii) atesta
schimbul comercial al locuitorilor
orasului cu colturile indepartate
ale imperiului. Invaziile barbare

”Glorie si onoare”

din perioada a doua jumatate a
secolului al V-lea pana la jumatatea
secolului al Vll-lea au contribuit la
distrugerea si depopularea orasului
antic. Dupa sosirea bulgarilor lui
Asparuh in anii 680 - 681, zona
cetatii a intrat in limitele Primului
stat bulgar.

in secolul al VliI-lea, printre ruinele
cetatii antice tarzii au aparut
locuinte de pamant, iar restaurarea
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asezarii ca fortareata a finceput
treptat in secolele IX - X. Bulgarii
nu au schimbat structura zidurilor,
exceptie facand unele dintre turnuri,
pe care le-au facut triunghiulare. in
secolul al IX-lea cetatea a devenit
din nou un centru important si a
fost construita o citadela, care este
resedinta guvernatorilor orasului.
Probabil in aceasta perioada apare
numele orasului - Shumen. Datorita
apropierii de capitalele bulgare
Pliska si Veliki Preslav, cetatea a
jucat un rol militar important in
timpul Primului stat bulgar, dar
a fost semnificativ inferioara ca
importanta economica.

fn 1001, cetatea Shumen a fost
cucerita de bizantini, iar in anii 30
sau 40 ai secolului XI a fost distrusa
in timpul invaziilor pecenegilor, dar
mai tarziu a fost reconstruita din
nou.

La sfarsitul secolului al XlI-lea, dupa
rascoala de eliberare a Asenevtsilor,
ainceput perioada celui de-al Doilea
stat bulgar, cand Shumen a devenit
unul dintre cele mai dezvoltate
orase din Bulgaria medievald. Tn
aceasta perioada s-au dezvoltat
bine agricultura, olaritul (in special
productia de grafit-ceramica),
producerea pietrelor si prelucrarea
metalelor. Tn timpul domniei lui Ivan
Alexandru a existat aici o fabrica
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de monede, ceea ce arata evolutia
ridicata a comertului. Tarul Ivan
Shishman a vizitat cetatea - o
marturie a importantei sale.

in 1388, in timpul marsului Marelui
Vizir Ali Pasa impotriva nord-
estului Bulgariei, cetatea Shumen
a fost cucerita de trupele otomane.
Sapaturile  arheologice nu au
dezvaluit urme ale distrugerii din
acea vreme, - stapanirea otomana
s-a asezat treptat pe cel al de-al
Doilea stat bulgar, motiv pentru care
se presupune ca cetatea a trecut in
mainile otomane fara rezistenta.

Sfarsitul istoriei sale milenare vine
in 1444. in timpul ultimei cruciade,
fortul a fost cucerit de trupele
regelui Vladislav al lll-lea lagello,
dupa un asediu de trei zile si o
rezistenta apriga din partea unei
mici garnizoane otomane. Aceasta
a dus la arderea si distrugerea ei,
dupa care este abandonata pentru
totdeauna.

in septembrie 2004, Asociatia
nationala ”Traditia” - Shumen a
organizat si prima reconstituire a
unei batalii medievale - confiscarea
Cetatii Shumen de catre Vladislav
Varnenchik in timpul cruciadei din
1444. Evenimentul a fost conceput si
desfasurat cu o mare anvergura, cu
peste 100 de participanti, aproape
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jumatate dintre acestia au fost
invitati speciali, reprezentanti ai
cluburilor de reconstituiri din Cehia
si Ungaria. Organizatorii il numesc
»,Glorie si onoare”, iar primele sale
editii reprezinta inca standardul
pentru efectuarea oricarei
reconstructii medievale in Bulgaria.
Participantii straini ajung nu numai
cu imbracaminte si arme, ci si cu
o adevarata tabara a cavalerilor.
A fost scris un scenariu special, iar
cititorul explica publicului diferitele
etape ale actiunii si ale contextului
istoric. Dupa lupta, spectatorilor
li se ofera posibilitatea de a intra
in tabara si de a face poze cu
participantii. Cu toate acestea,
din cauza dificultatilor financiare
si organizatorice, evenimentul si-a
pierdut din faima initiala.

Grupurile de reconstructie din
Cehia, Ungaria, Romania, Polonia
si Turcia au participat la editiile
urmatoare ale festivalului (2006,
2007, 2011 si 2017). Participantii
au ajuns la 200 de persoane, iar
publicul - 10.000. Ultima, a cincea
editie, a fost pe 23 septembrie
2017, ca parte a Festivalului istoric
”Glorie si onoare”, cu o tabara si
mestesuguri medievale.

CATALOG DE FESTIVALURI SI EVENIMENTE MEDIEVALE

Festivalul de culturi antice
”Soarele Todorkai”

Numele festivalului este legat de
situl arheologic, situat in zona Valoga
din apropierea satului. Cautatorii
urmelor de viata din trecut au gasit
aici primele urme ale civilizatiei
agricole in urma cu mai bine de
un deceniu. In timpul sapaturilor,
arheologul Georgi Ganetsovski si
echipa sa au dat mai intai peste
mormantul unei femei care a trait
acum 8.000 de ani si mai apoi peste
unul de barbat. Arheologii, ca
oameni, in acelasi timp, precisi in
dezvoltarea lor stiintifica si foarte
sensibili, etici si poetici, au dat
nume stramosilor nostri stravechi
- Todorka si Hristo. Si ca un tribut
adus tuturor cunostintelor pe care
stiinta moderna le-a dobandit prin
intermediul lor, cercetatorii din
Vratsa din trecut au dat numele
Festivalul de culturi antice ”Soarele
Todorkai”.

Prima editie a fost in 2014, cand
a fost prezentat modelul de baza

- evenimentul a fost organizat in
timp si spatiu in trei componente
principale: o scoala arheologica si
ateliere experimentale, seminarii
stiintifice, de reconstituiri de arta,
precum si reconstituiri istorice.

Logo-ul festivalului este amuleta
unica de jad a Zeitei Mame,
descoperita in zona Valoga de pe
langd Ohoden. in arheologie sunt
deja cunoscute obiceiuri cu privire
la plantare si cresterea alacului;
reconstituirea secerilor antice;
macinarea fainii si coacerea cu
ajutorul tehnologiei de acum 8.000
de ani; producerea de vase ceramice
si instalatii pentru coacere prin
metode despre care expertii cred ca
au fost aplicate in urma cu 8000 de
ani.

Dintre cele patru zile de festival,
Sambata a fost numita ziua
recoltarii. incd de la primele ore
deasupra campului de alac din zona

Valoga, aerul aerul purta mirosul
ierburilor, plantelor secerate si a
floarea-soarelui.

»Acest camp este foarte salbatic”,
au comentat privitorii. ,,Nu existau
pesticide impotriva daunatorilor in
urma cu 8 milenii, graul se putea
recolta si atunci” au explicat tinerii
din trupa de teatru TEMP, care se
ocupa cu restaurari a culturilor
antice, initiate de catre Georgi
Ganetsovski si Muzeul de Istorie din
Vratsa.

Arheologii din Bulgaria si Rusia,
care au urmat ideea arheologiei
experimentale, au secerat cu opt
tipuri diferite de secere preistorice
- replici ale originalelor. Dupa cum
a explicat Boryana Mateva de la
Muzeul Istoric Isperih, arheologia
experimentala este o metoda
in arheologie cunoscuta inca
din secolul al XIX-lea. Pentru ca
oricine este implicat in stiinta vrea
intotdeauna sa reproduca ceea ce a
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gasit.

Profesorul Natalia Skakun de la
Institutul pentru Istoria Culturii
Materiale din Sankt Petersburg, a
adus lamuriri in aceasta privinta:
»Aplicarea metodei experimentale
ne permite sa  reconstruim
instrumentele muncii, procesul
de munca in sine si modelul
paleoeconomiei.  Aceasta  este
sarcina noastra - sa adunam cat mai
multe fapte incontestabile despre
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economia antica. Ne straduim sa
acumulam mai multe fapte, astfel
incat sa putem reda cel mai corect
model al antichitatii ”.

Dupa ce s-a recoltat, prof. Univ.
Natalia Skakun, Boryana Mateva
si colegii lor din diferite muzee
si sectii stiintifice de arheologie
din tara s-au alaturat teatrelor
grupului TEMP, care impreuna cu
liderul lor, Georgi Vrabchev, au dat
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foc lemnelor si au pregatit primele
placinte de alac.

Tinerii frecau cu atentie boabele
de cereale intre placile de piatra,
amestecau cu apa de izvor faina
antica si formau mici bucati
rotunde de paine din aluatul moale
galben-cenusiu. Si pe langa ei, in
ciuda caldurii din iulie, oaspetii
festivalului s-au invarteau sa astepte
primii sa guste din painea antica de
abia scoasa din foc.

Timp de patru zile, participantii la
cea de-a doua editie a Festivalului
”Soarele lui Todorka” de -culturi
antice, s-au asezat pe malurile
Skutului si, desi adapostiti in
corturile turistice moderne noaptea,
cerul se desfasuradeasupra lor - cu
un intuneric profund si stele mari,
ascultand freamatul raului, cu briza
sa racoritoare, blanda, care coboara
linistit pe deal.

Cea de-a patra editie a Festivalului
International al culturilor Antice
»o0arele lui Todorka” - Valoga, sat
Ohoden, a fost organizata de Casa
Tineretului - Vratsa, Muzeul Regional
de Istorie - Vratsa, in parteneriat
cu Camera de Comert si Industrie -
Vratsa.
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Targul National Medieval
,Madara magica”

La a treia editie consecutiva a
Targului National Medieval ,,Madara
Magica” au participat reconstructori
si iubitori de istorie din toata tara,
care se straduiesc ca participantii
si vizitatorii sa se apropie cat mai
mult de stilul de viata medieval,
sa-i introduca pe oaspeti in viata de
zi cu zi, imbracaminte, mancare,
mestesuguri, ritualuri si obiceiuri,
echipamente militare si arme
caracteristice acestei perioade.

Locul si ora intalnirii au fost alese
intamplator. Madara este o asezare
de peste 5.000 de ani. Stancile si apa
de aici erau sacre si magice pentru
traci, romani, bulgarii pagani,
crestini si musulmani. Drumurile
religiilor, popoarelor si culturilor
se impletesc aici.. in legatura cu
aceasta, ritualurile si obiceiurile -
populare, crestine si pagane - au fost
reconstiuite si redate publicului.
Cu ele ne-am intors la radacini, la
acea antichitate bulgara, pierduta
in timp. Ar trebui sa cautam acolo
forta si sprijin, astfel incat sa nu
ne pierdem ca popor. Evenimentul
este un fel de finchinare sacra
catre inceput, unde totul a inceput

pentru primii nostri oameni pe
aceaste meleaguri. Aceasta este
o modalitate de a imbogati cu
»imagini vii” trecutul bogat bulgar,
de a arata activitatile asociatiilor
de reconstructie din Bulgaria si de

a atrage un numar suplimentar de
turisti si vizitatori interesati de
istoria bulgara.

Prima editie a evenimentului a
marcat inceputul unei traditii - de
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a transporta o mana de praf
din diferite parti ale teritoriilor

Pliska este prima capitala a Bulgariei
si leaganul tarii noastre de astazi. De
la fondarea statului bulgar in 681,
de la Han Asparuh pana in 893 d.Hr.,
Pliska a fost una dintre cele mai mari
si mai bogate asezari din Europa si
nu numai. Este remarcabila pentru
arhitectura sa pe care bulgarii au
perpetuat-o.

Tipic pentru un popor care vine
din stepa, bulgarii isi construiesc
capitala in mijlocul unui camp care
este inconjurat de inaltimi - o bariera
naturala in fata inamicului. Au fost
construite trei forturi de aparare.
Primul este un sant adanc cu margine
nalta, care inchide orasul exterior.
Al doilea este format din blocuri
imense de piatra, formand un zid de
cetate inalt de aproximativ 12 m,
care pe fiecare parte are doua turnuri
pentagonale si o poartd, iar intrarea
principala este pe peretele de est.
A treia aparare este reprezentata
de o constructie de caramida care
protejeaza cetatea. Intregul complex
inconjurat de ziduri este situat pe o
suprafata de 0,5 km patrati. Orasul
era gigantic pentru acele vremuri
medievale - 23,3 km patrati.

Palatul lui Han Krum a fost construit
pe 500 de metri patrati si se numara
printre cele mai remarcabile
monumente. Istoricii au gasit si

iesiri secrete prin care aristocratia si
populatia ar fi putut scapa din oras
in timpul asediului. Palatul avea un
rezervor de apa si bai spatioase. in
timpul domniei lui Han Omurtag (814-
831), a fost implementata a doua
extindere a orasului. Domnitorul a
completat zidurile cetatii, a construit
temple pagéane si a construit asa-
numita “camera tronului”. Tn orasul
interior, cladirea cel mai bine
pastrata este palatul mare. Ramasite
de case, ateliere, lacasuri de cult si

cladiri administrative au fost gasite
in orasul exterior.

Evenimentul ”Zile  ancestrale®
este vazut ca un targ-festival al
vietii si culturii, al mestesugurilor
si abilitatilor militare medievale
bulgare, are loc anual la Rezervatia
Nationala Istorica si de Arheologie
Pliska din 2012 timp de sase ani
consecutivi. In mod traditional in
prima sambata si duminica a lunii
lunie, iar de-a lungul anilor interesul




vizitatorilor este in crestere. Tn 2012,
prima editie a ”Zilelor stramosilor
atrage  aproximativ. = 1.000 de
spectatori, iar in 2013 si 2014, peste
6.000 de persoane participa.

Cat despre legenda ca Dracula a
trait in acest oras, este adevarat
pentru ca Vlad Tepes a ramas
in Sighisoara cativa ani inainte
de a deveni conducatorul Tarii
Romanesti. Casa, despre care
se spune ca s-a nascut si a trait,
exista inca si are un restaurant.
Adevaratul farmec al Sighisoarei
vine din ratacirea prin orasul
vechi fara un scop, admirarea
arhitecturii si a vietii traditionale
a oamenilor de aici. Sighisoara
este unul dintre cele mai
autentice exemple de oras
medieval din Transilvania, o lectie
de istorie vie pentru oameni
cu putind imaginatie. Daca
veniti aici in timpul festivalului
medieval, care are loc in fiecare
vara, veti asista la mestesuguri,
cavaleri, jonglerii, bucatari si
tot felul de rezidenti medievali
care fac ca orasul sa fie mai viu
si mai colorat ca niciodata. Timp
de cateva zile, acest festival
este cu adevarat una dintre cele
mai mari atractii, dar pentru
cei care prefera experiente mai
linistite, este la fel de atragator.

De fapt, acest
lucru se aplica si intregii regiuni a
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Transilvaniei, care astazi face parte
din statul roman si totul in ea este
foarte diferit de restul Romaniei.

Pentru o anumita perioada de timp,
Sibiul a fost si in limitele statului
bulgar, dar asta a fost cu mult timp
in urma, iar sub stapanirea otomana

a fost pentru o perioada foarte
scurta de timp, dar si aceasta a fost
destul de conditionata. in practica,
Transilvania a fost o zona tampon de
influenta intre sultanul turc si regii
maghiari, iar stapanirea acesteia a
fost lasata in mana guvernatorilor
locali care erau formal vasali ai
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sultanului. Printre ei s-a numarat
renumitul Vlad Tepes, cunoscut sub
numele de Dracula.

Orasul insusi este impartit in doua
parti - Orasul superior si cel inferior,
centrul este situat in partea de sus,
iar de pe acesta coboara strazi
pitoresti in jos. Cladirile au fost
construite in jurul celor doua piete
principale, numite initial Piata Mare
si Piata Mica. in timpul festivalului,
acestea sunt ocupate cu scene
si locuri pentru participantii la
concerte, principalii  interpreti
aparand pe scena mare, iar pe cea
mica se amplaseaza o varietate de
ateliere si spectacole gratuite ale
muzicienilor locali.

Piata mare este cu adevarat mare.
Se pare ca cetatenii Sibiului au fost
oameni cu gandire larga si au creat
acest spatiu vast pentru a se simti
liberi si a nu fi striviti de cladirile
din jur.

Acolo se afla cateva cladiri
publice importante, printre care
Palatul  Bruckenthal, resedinta
guvernatorului transilvanean, care
astazi a devenit muzeu si oaspetii
festivalului au posibilitatea de a-l
vizita cu o taxa minima de intrare.

Piata mica este mai cocheta, cu
multe cafenele, biserici, ateliere
de mestesuguri si o cantitate
imensa de flori si este cu siguranta
mai primitoare pentru turisti.
Tamplarii si fierarii, care au
atelierele traditionale in centru
si sunt imbracati in haine de lucru
care au ramas neschimbate timp de
secole, sunt foarte impresionanti.
Mancarurile traditionale romanesti
- ciorba si mamaliga - pot fi gustate
aici si trebuie recunoscut faptul
ca sunt cu adevarat gustoase, iar
limonada facuta cu lamai proaspat
feliate, gheata si mirodenii este
bautura perfecta pentru caldura
verii.

Restorers and craftsmen from
different parts of the country
are invited for the realization of
the medieval festival ,Kaleto
Mezdra“, who on the spot itself
recreate everyday life, crafts,
clothing and armaments  during
the Middle Ages (First and Second
Bulgarian Kingdoms). The festival
attracts the interest of tourists
to the “Kaleto” Archaeological
Complex - Mezdra, which in turn has
a positive influence on establishing
the municipality of Mezdra as an
attractive destination for cultural
tourism. The event is in line with
the principles of sustainable tourism
and in no way has a negative impact
on the environment. Only natural
products (vegetables and straw)
are used for the demonstrations
during the festival, which are used
for animal feed after the end of the
event.

The idea for the festival was born
after several smaller events were
held. As a direct result of them
almost immediately increasing
interest in the site was noticed.
After a survey from the team,
several similar festivals were found
in different parts of the country. The
team contacted with the organizers
and the participants and they agreed
to assist in the implementation of
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eval Traditions, Lifestyle
and Culture “Kaleto- Mezdra”

the idea for the first festival at the
“Kaleto” Archaeological Complex.
Holding such events in different
regions of the country creates
preconditions for contacts and
exchange of experience between
the organizers and participants,
and also increases the interest of
tourists in the cultural and historical
heritage of Bulgaria.

The recreation of medieval life
and culture contributes to a better
understanding of the Middle Ages
in historical terms and at the same
time represents an unforgettable
experience for the admirers of this
period.

In order to present the medieval
crafts properly, several restorers
take part in the festival.

Peter Petrov - Petronius from Varna
shows the hand-minting of replicas
of medieval and ancient coins.

Emil Marinov from Shumen presents
handmade icons, souvenirs and
bronze armor.

In the setting of a specially prepared
medieval tent Lubomir Milinov from
Sofia offers to the guests selected
mead - his own production. Despite
of all the fighting in the Middle Ages,
people also enjoyed delicious food
and divine drinks.

Kalina Atanasova - who is not only
a reconstructor - participates in the
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festival with her costume designs
from the XIII - XIV centuries.

In an incredible way Petya Krusheva
from Plovdiv presents the medieval
cuisine and offers innumerable
meals.

Ivaylo Enev from Ruse presents one
of the most difficult crafts - forging
armor and weapons. Without the
blacksmiths, no warrior would have
weapons or armor.

Several groups are involved in the
recreation of life, weapons and the
way of warfare during the Middle Ages.

The Varna Association for
Restoration and Preservation of
Bulgarian Traditions “Avitohol”, led
by Jasmin Parvanov, presents the
early Middle Ages Bulgarians at the
festival - their lifestyle, culture,
weapons and equipment; their yurt
settlements; their nomadic daily
routine; their way of life and food;
different travelers‘ stories, swords
replicas, spears, bows, arrows
and armor. The members of the
association demonstrate shooting
with a traditional reflex bow using
old techniques, reborn from the

masters of horse archery.

Yordan Sivkov and his daughter
Zhanna Sivkova with a small group
from Dobrich and the participation
of Katya Vladova from Byala, show a
military camp - warriors’ traditions,
clothing and food from the time of
the Khan Asparuh Bulgarians.

The team of the late antique and
medieval fortress ,Tuida“ - Sliven,
enriches the festival by presenting
training of hunting birds.

The Bulgarians are said to have
been born on horseback, with a
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bow in hand, and each of them
owned a wild bird for hunting. Our
ancestors are an equestrian and
the falcons have been companions
in their daily lives. They hunted
not only with our familiar spears,
bows, arches, greyhounds, but also
with birds of prey. If in ancient
times the royal bird was the eagle,
then the European Middle Ages
made the falcon an attribute of the
aristocracy. The hunting with falcons
had been brought to Europe by Asian
nomads and actively entered the
daily life of royal courts. It was the
favorite pastime of almost every
royal person, boyars and clergy.
One evidence is that the rulers went
with their predators to churches
during worship, and the birds were
also fed in monasteries.

In Bulgaria falconry has been
practiced from antiquity to the
later years of the Ottoman rule,
as the Proto-Bulgarians passed
this hunting habit to our lands.
However, there is evidence that
as early as the first century AD
the Thracians hunted with trained
falcons along the valley of the
Maritza River. During the Middle
Ages, falconry acquired a national
character and was practiced during
the Renaissance.

In the “Tuida” Fortress in Sliven,
the team trains two birds of prey
- one is a buzzard named Harris,
and the other is a falcon wanderer.
During the festival, behind the
walls of “Kaleto”, guests can watch
demonstrations  conducted by
experienced falconer Martin Petrov
and the buzzard Draco, to see how
the relationship between humans
and wild birds is built and how they
have interacted in the past. Beside
the falconry, the team of “Touida”
Fortress takes part in the overall
presentation of the medieval camp
- lifestyle, clothing and warfare.

The “Living Arrow” School of
Traditional Archery Bulgaria
participates in a general

demonstration of archery from the
ground.

Toshko Dragiev, a group from Shumen
and Konstantin Konstantinov
from Sofia recreate the weapons
and equipment of a heavy-duty
warrior - a cataphract, a warrier
of the Constantinople Guards and a
warrior from the Varangian troops
of the Normans, mercenaries in the
army of the Basileus.
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The festival also features English
knights, Knights of the Templar
Order and the Order of Saint
Lazarus, thus completing the
picture of Bulgaria‘s opponents
and allies during the Middle Ages.

During the second edition of the
festival the site was visited by
more than 1500 people and during
the third edition the visitors
were more than 4000. The event
is covered by many local and
national media, such as bTV, BIT,
Nova TV, Bulgarian National Radio,
Darik Radio, Vidin Radio, The
Competitor newspaper, Tribali.
info, Kmeta.bg, all local TVs and
newspapers, participant sites
and countless Facebook profiles
of visitors. Thus, information
about the “Kaleto” Archaeological
Complex reaches thousands of
potential tourists. Despite its
short history, the festival is
already ranked among the most
attended and most covered events
in the municipality of Mezdra.
This shows that the Festival of
Medieval Traditions, Lifestyle
and Culture ,Kaleto - Mezdra“,
despite its relatively short history,
ranks among the top three in
terms of attendance at events
in the municipality, has a great
future and can lead many tourists
to the region.

Medieval Festival - Vidin

The festival has been held for six
years at the “Baba Vida” Fortress -
Vidin. Its first edition was organized
jointly with the Regional History
Museum - Vidin and with the support
of “Gypsum” Co, “Vidahim” Co,
“Knauf Bulgaria” Ltd., “Chigot”
Association and the Medieval Society
“Modus Vivendi”.

The Vidin Municipality organizes
the next edition of the “Budin”
Medieval Festival in the end of
August in the “Baba Vida” Fortress
as an accompanying cultural
manifestation of the traditional
Vidin Fair. The emphasis this year
is on presenting events from the
Early Middle Ages. “The First Italian
Legion”  Historical  Restoration
Group from the town of Svishtov
recreates selected fragments of
the region‘s history. The fateful
meeting of the barbarian tribes
with Roman civilization, which led
to the disappearance of empires
and the creation of new states, is a
major highlight of the program. As
a result of the Avar invasion, in the
6th century, ancient Bononia was
destroyed, and later the medieval
Bdin emerged.

Visitors to the event can watch the
restoration of military tournaments,
hand-to-hand combats, customs,
crafts, as well as a medieval
wedding ritual.

In order to better understanding
life from that distant age, history
lectors from the “St. St. Cyril and
Methodius“ University  -Veliko
Turnovo tells about the kingdom of
Vidin and the typical for the Middle
Ages cuisine.

Within the “Budin” festival there
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is also animation for children. The
youngest can engage in fun activities
such as training with wooden swords,
competitions, making pottery, etc.

An  open-air museum,  craft
workshops, book making and tasting
of medieval drinks are all part of
the program‘s activities. There
are demonstrations of medieval
combat techniques, archery, spear
throwing, coin-cutting, bow making,
and a medieval tournament in which
the masters of medieval weapons
will compete. During the festival,
the armaments and clothing of
Bulgarians, Serbs, Kumans, Vikings,
Crusaders and other medieval
communities can also be presented.

With the support of the Vidin
Metropolitanate and the Vidin
Regional History Museum, ancient
icons are displayed in the fortress.

Visitors have the opportunity to
enjoy the virtuoso performances of
medieval tunes by Ambient Folklore.

“Medieval Turnovgrad” Festival

The most widespread theory for
the origin of the initial name
Turnovgrad is the Slavic - from the
Old Bulgarian “thrunevu, thrynov”,
that means ,thorny, prickly“,
and “gradu” - ,a fenced place, a
fortress, a stronghold®, from which
the different forms of the city name
are developed.

Veliko Tarnovo has more than
6-thousand years old history. The first
evidence of life dating back to 4000
BC. and were found in terrain called
“Kachitsa”. Remains of Thracian and
other ancient tribes have been found
on Trapezitsa Hill and at its foothills.
A fortified Roman settlement existed
on Tsarevets Hill. Years later, there
was a fortified Byzantine settlement
there. From this period, the remains
of seven early Christian churches
are known, one of which is the
three-nave basilica, considered an
Episcopal cathedral.

Theareaaround the citywasinhabited
by Slavs. In the period VII - VI
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centuries a settlement was created
on the Tsarevets Hill inhabited by
Slavs and Proto-Bulgarians. The city
was most likely one of the residences
of the Bulgarian rulers, taking in
consideration the Proto-Bulgarian
and Slavic populations in the region.
The city was attacked by Pechenegs,
Uzi and Kumans. During this period
there was a large Bulgarian garrison
at place. The historians claimed, the
town of Tarnovo was built by Khan
Krum. Foundations of buildings from
the First Bulgarian Kingdom were
discovered on Tsarevets Hill. In the
,»ot. Forty Martyrs®“ church columns
were found bearing the inscriptions
of Khan Krum and Khan Omurtag (e.g.
Turnov inscription of Khan Omurtag).

Turnovgrad became a significant city
during the First Bulgarian Kingdom.
Due to its importance, the town
may have been the residence of
rulers. The circular towers and
massive fortification walls around
the monastery complex ,,The Great




Lavra“, built in the XI - XII centuries,
proves that the city was an important
center.

In 1185 the brothers Ivan-Assen and
Theodor-Peter announced in the
,»St. Dimitar” church the end of
Byzantine ruling, which lasted for
167 years, and proclaimed Turnovo
as the capital of the new Bulgarian
Kingdom. The medieval town grew
rapidly and developed as the most
impregnable Bulgarian fortress in the
12th - 14th centuries. It became the
most significant political, economic,
cultural and religious center in
Bulgaria. As a capital during the
Second Bulgarian Kingdom (1187 -
1393) it was situated on four hills
- Tsarevets, Trapezitsa, Sveta Gora
and Devingrad (Momina Krepost).
The contemporaries claimed that
in the Middle Ages Turnovo was
the New Jerusalem, Rome and
Constantinople, taken together. An
ecclesiastical council is convened
in the city and an autocephalous
Archbishopric of Turnovo, headed by
Archbishop Basil, was created.

At the site of today‘s Trapezitsa train
station there was a Jewish district.
Turnovo is known as the Bulgarian
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Jerusalem. Thirteen saints‘ relics
were stored in Turnovo. The relics
of St. Ivan Rilski, St. Michael the
Warrior, St. Hilarion Muglenski, St.
John Polivotsky and St. Philoteia
were kept on Trapezitsa Hill.

In the secular and ecclesiastical
literature of the XII - XIV centuries
there are various praises and names
of the city: Tsarevgrad Turnov, the
Great city of Turnovo, the Big city
of Turnovo, the God-saving city of
Turnovo.

The Tsarevets Hill is surrounded
by the Yantra River on three sides.
During the Second Bulgarian Kingdom
the city was inhabited by the Royal
court, the Boyars and the Patriarch. It
is surrounded by a fortress wall built
on natural sheer cliffs. The fortress
had three entrances. The main
entrance began with a drawbridge
over a rugged rock and had three
consecutive doors, the second (the
Little Gate) connecting Tsarevets
with Asenova Mahala, and the third
with Momina Fortress (Frankhisar).
In the middle of Tsarevets stood
the palace, which consisted of a
Grand Hall, the ,,St. Petka” church,
residential and farm buildings,
reservoirs and guard rooms. It was
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protected by strong stone walls and
battle towers.

The historical reconstructions of the
life, cuisine, crafts, arts and military
skills of Bulgaria, Byzantium and
Europe from the XIl - XIV centuries
as a real time bridge brings the
visitors to another, mysterious and
full of pleasant experiences epoch.
The 2018 festival was dedicated
to the 800th anniversary of the
enthronement of Tsar Ivan Assen Il
and involved more than 150 restorers
from Bulgaria, Romania, Russia,
Serbia, Ukraine and Hungary.

The forum is organized by the
Municipality of Veliko Turnovo, the
Regional Museum of History and the
“Tradition” National Society - Veliko
Turnovo Regional Branch, and is
part of the events by which the Old
Capital participates in the National
Program for the European Year of
Cultural Heritage 2018.

In the days of the festival, the life
in the medieval city of the Second
Bulgarian Kingdom and medieval
Europe was shown and various crafts
were demonstrated: hot and cold
forging, grinding, leather processing,
parchment and paper production,
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coin-cutting, wood-carving, cutlery
and pottery, ceramics, different
methods of weaving. Visitors could
taste Bulgarian and European dishes
from the 12th - 14th centuries and
engage in archery and crossbow
shooting, as well as in immersive
games and dances. Various
demonstration tournaments and
battles were held. Anyone could
participate in various craft workshops
or under the guidance of instructors
to test combat techniques for dealing
with weapons of the era.

The International ,Medieval
Turnovgrad“ Festival was officially
opened at 7.00 pmon 29th June at the
Palace of Tsarevets Fortress, where
all Bulgarian and foreign participants
presented themselves with various
demonstrations, martial techniques
and musical performances.

Friday evening, dedicated to
the 800th anniversary of the
enthronement of Tsar Ivan Assen
I, continued at the Palace with
the theatrical production of “The
Weddings of Joann Assen II” by the
“Konstantin Kisimov” music drama
theater.

The access to the medieval Tsarevets
Festival was free of charge, paying
only the entrance fee for the
architectural and museum reserve.
The entrance to the Tsarevets
Fortress was free for all visitors of
the evening events on June 29th and
30th from 6 pm to 9.30 pm.

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The Festival of Historical Heritage
,Hotalich“

The medieval town and fortress
“Hotalich” is located in the most
western part of the Sevlievo
Mountain, the so-called ,,Krushevski
Bair“, and it is 4 km northwest of the
city of Sevlievo. The late antique and
medieval fortress “Hotalich” is one
of the best exposed archeological
sites in Bulgaria. In 1994 it was
declared as a cultural monument
with national importance.

In January 2014, the Municipality
of Sevlievo successfully completed
the implementation of a project
under the OPRD “Ensuring Access
and Socialization of the Medieval
City and the Hotalich Fortress”,
that worth nearly BGN 4,200,000.
Thanks to this project, the
northeast fortress tower, the east,
west and the north gate, the boyar
church, the west and east church,
three medieval houses have been
restored and preserved. As well
many infrastructure activities were
carried out. All of this made the
place a favorite for the people of
Sevlievo and the guests of the city.

As a result of Hotalich‘s three
decades of archaeological research,
the museum‘s collection now has not
only archaeological but also a large
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number of numismatic findings. The
largest coin trove have been found
at the site is a treasure of nearly
3,000 copper coins, Scythian type,
found, in a clay pot. The coins were
cut mainly in the Byzantine, capital
of Constantinople in the 12th and
at the very beginning of the 13th
century. The findings with familiar
size, especially in northern Bulgaria,
are something rare. They testify to
the intensive trade exchange in
medieval Bulgaria, and in particular
in Hotalich, both with Byzantium
and other regions of Bulgarian lands.

In 2016, the Municipality of Sevlievo
was awarded with Gold Medal for a
historic site, successfully turned into
a tourist destination, and the award
was presented to the Mayor Dr. Ivan
Ivanov within the framework of
the International Tourism Exchange
,Holiday and SPA Expo*“.

The festival was held in Sevlievo
on September 8th and 9th, 2017.
The organizers were Sevlievo
Municipality, the History Museum and
“Dux Antica” Historical Restoration
Association.
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The guests of the event witnessed
a unique historical restoration for
Bulgaria. For the first time, within
the framework of a large-scale
reconstruction, all ethnic groups
that formed the Bulgarian nation and
culture came together. Thracians,
Scythians, Goths, Huns, Romans,
Slavs and Asparuhov Bulgarians
wandered the streets of the city and
demonstrated their life, culture,
crafts and military skills.

Each visitor was welcome to join
in the procession with their own
antique or medieval clothing,
made according to their personal
knowledge and imagination, and to
participate in the competition for
the most attractive costume.

In the days of the festival, proud
warriors and their peoples breathed
new life into the medieval Hotalich
- a city which name mysteriously
flashes from the legends, and the
bosoms of Krushovska Mountain
protect jealously for centuries.

Gladiatorial battles and the great
battle of the nations made the event
extra colorful, and in special schools
for the children preparation, young
lovers of history and martial arts
tried archery and sword fighting.
The guests of the festival had the
opportunity to get acquainted with
the Roman law and Medicine. The
admirers of culinary art, who could
feel the taste of Antiquity, which
(although different in many respects
from our present understanding),

is still refined and designed to
satisfy the whims of sophisticated
connoisseurs. Dionysius, also
received deserved attention, who is
in his element in September.

The story was vividly recreated
from the times of the Thracians,
the Roman invasion and the
establishment of the legions, the
metamorphoses of the empire,
the migration of the peoples until
it reaches Bulgaria of Kubrat and
Asparuh. At one place it could be
seen Thracian peltasts, Roman
legionaries, Gothic, Scythian and
Hun fighters and Bulgarian horsemen
- warriors who had fought over
the battlefields of Moesia, Thrace
and Macedonia for more than a
millennium to leave us in inherit an
abundance of archeological findings,
culture and ultimately themselves
through their genes.
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During the two festival days, the
spirits of the ancestors lurked
through the old city streets,
gazed anxiously on the horizon
from the walls of the ancient
citadel and whispered stories
from forgotten times thanks
to the participants of: ,,Dux
Antica“ - Svishtov; “Mos Maiorum
Ulpiae Serdicae” Association for
ancient reconstructionc - Sofia;
Second Luzenzian Cohort at the
Kabile National Park - Yambol;
“Avitohol” - Varna; Gladiators -
an antique fencing group from
Sofia and Plovdiv; The legacy of
nomadic civilizations - Dobrich;
Ancient Thrace - Yambol and
others. And the best Bulgarian
reconstructors, who have
received a standing ovation
and popularized our historical
heritage all over the world, met
themselves in the valley of the
Rositsa River to discover the
secrets of Bulgarian roots.

The finale of the two-day
Hotalich 2017 Historical Heritage
Festival was reserved for the rock
titans of the “Konkurent” band
and for the “Oratnitsa” boys,
whose original interpretation of
Bulgarian and Balkan traditional
motifs, broken through electronic
modern styles and mixed with
vocal craftsmanship Byzantine
church singing captured the
hearts of all visitors.

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The “Cherven” Medieval Camp

Cherven is a medieval Bulgarian
town, one of the most significant
military, cultural and ecclesiastical
centers of the Second Bulgarian
Kingdom (XII - XIV c.). It is located
near the village of Cherven, 55 km
south of Ruse.

An early Byzantine fortress existed
in Cherven from the 6th century.
In 1235 the town became the seat
of the medieval Bulgarian Cherven
Metropolitan.

In the fourteenth century, the
city‘s territory exceeded 1.8 square
kilometers, with well-defined
infrastructure, including a fortified
city located on a vast rocky ridge
along the Cherni Lom river valley.
A number of crafts have been
developed: iron mining, ironworking,
goldsmithing, construction, art,
household and other crafts, which
made it a significant trading center.
At the end of the fourteenth
century, along with other Bulgarian
lands, it fell under Ottoman rule and
was devastated. Legends, as well as
some historical sources, indicate
that a large part of the inhabitants

of the large and prosperous city
during the Middle Ages migrated to
the settlement, known in Roman
times as Sexaginta Prista, during
the Ottoman rule - as Ruschuk, and
today - the city of Ruse.

Cherven is an object of increased
interest from both archaeologists
and tourists. The first excavations
were from 1910 - 1911, under the
direction of Prof. Vasil Zlatarski.
Since 1961, permanent excavations

have begun, and they continue to
this day. As a result of archeological
excavations, a large feudal palace,
fortress walls, two underground
tunnels, 18 churches, public-
administrative buildings, remains of
residential buildings, workshops and
streets were discovered.

The fortress tower of the 14th
century is completely preserved.
The findings from Cherven are stored
in the National History Museum and
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the National Archaeological Museum
in Sofia, as well as in the Regional
History Museum in Ruse. Among
them are several great treasures,
including jewelry, epigraphic
monuments, ceramics, household
items and more. Cherven is declared
a national archeological reserve and
is one of the most significant tourist
sites with infrastructure in the
country.

In 2017, the already traditional
festival was held in the medieval
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Bulgarian town near the village of
Cherven with the participation of
the following groups:

. “Chigot” Historical
Restoration Association;

. “MODVS VIVENDI” Medieval
Society - Sofia;

. “Tradition” National Society
- Veliko Tarnovo Branch

. Military and Reconstruction

Group ,,Vereni“ - Sofia.

The entrance to the festival is free,
only the entrance fee is paid for
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the archeological reserve ,,Medieval
town of Cherven®.

The idea of the festival is to recreate
the life, lifestyle, crafts and military
work of our ancestors during the
Middle Ages, and in particular during
the Second Bulgarian Kingdom. For
this purpose the “Chigot” Association
and representatives of other clubs
for historical restoration and free
Bulgarian re-enactors recreated a
medieval battle camp representing
the life, crafts and military training
of the Second Bulgarian Kingdom.
The majestic ruins of the fortified
town of Cherven - one of the main
centers of medieval Bulgaria in the
13th and 14th centuries became
the immediate décor of the event.
The camp was exceptional because
it embodied maximum authenticity
and ample opportunities for fun.
Unlike other camps and medieval
restorations, the participants in
Cherven lived like in the past and
did not use any modern gadgets,
clothing or accessories.

The visitors of the fortress had the
opportunity not only to get to know
the medieval life and to try their
skills in archery, the activities and
crafts of the time, but also to learn
something about Bulgarian history.
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Historical Festival “Valor and Glory”

The Shumen Fortress is located 2
km west of the town of Shumen.
Important routes cross the region,
connecting the Danube coast
(at Silistra) with Adrianople and
Constantinople, as well as the
Northern Black Sea coast with the
western Bulgarian lands.

In 15 AD Romans conquered the
lands in the Danube Plain and the
Shumen Fortress became Roman
possession. It is possible the name
of the fortress at that time was
Dausdava, but this assumption still
remains unproven. The Romans built
a new wall, already with mortar
joints and with towers - rectangular
and U-shaped. About 250 AD, the
Goths destroyed the fort, but soon
it was restored. During the Roman
period, the fortress was used
primarily as a military base and is
inferior in economic development of
nearby Marcianopolis (Devnya) and
Abritus (Razgrad).

In 395, the Roman Empire was divided
into West and East (Byzantium),
all Bulgarian lands remain at

Byzantium. The Byzantines were
building a new wall, already with
pentagonal towers, so that they
would not be vulnerable to firing
with war machines (catapults).
During the early Byzantine period,
the Shumen Fortress already had the
significance of a larger production
and trade center - the coin findings
(158 early Byzantine coins) testify
for the commercial exchange of the
city‘s inhabitants with the distant

corners of the empire. Barbarian
invasions during the period from the
second half of the 5th to the middle
of the 7th century contributed to
the destruction and depopulation of
the ancient city. After the arrival of
the Asparuh Bulgarians in 680 - 681,
the area of the fortress was within
the borders of the First Bulgarian
Kingdom.

In VIII century in the ruins of the
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ancient fortress housing type
lodges had appeared and the
recovery of the settlement as a
stronghold became gradually in IX
- X centuries. Bulgarians did not
change the structure of the walls,
with the exception of some of the
towers that made triangular. In
the IX century the fortress again
became an important center and
the citadel was built, which was
the residence of the governors of
the city. Probably during this period
the name of the city - Shumen came
forward. Due to its proximity to
the Bulgarian capitals Pliska and
Veliki Preslay, the fortress played an
important military role during the
First Bulgarian Kingdom, but it was
significantly inferior in economic
importance.

In 1001, the Shumen fortress was
conquered by the Byzantines, and in
the 30s or 40s of the XI century it
was destroyed during the Pechenegs
invasions, but later it was rebuilt
again.

At the end of the twelfth century,
after the liberation uprising of
the Assenians, the period of the
Second Bulgarian Kingdom began,
then Shumen became one of the
most developed cities in medieval
Bulgaria. During this period,
agriculture, pottery (especially the
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production of graphite ceramics),
stonemasonry, metalworking
developed well. During the reign
of Ivan Alexander there was a
mint here, which shows the high
development of trade.

In 1388, during the march of the
Grand Vizier Ali Pasha against
Northeastern  Bulgaria, = Shumen
Fortress was conquered by
Ottoman troops. The archaeological
excavations found no trace of the
destruction of that time, on the
contrary - Ottoman layer fits snugly
over that of the Second Bulgarian
Kingdom, and therefore it is assumed
that the castle passed into Ottoman
hands without resistance. The end of
its millennial history came in 1444.
During the last crusade, the fort
was conquered by the troops of King
Vladislav Ill Jagelo after a three-day
siege and fierce resistance by the
small Ottoman garrison. This led to
its burning and destruction, after
which it was abandoned forever.

In September 2004 The ,,Tradition*
National  Society -  Shumen
organized the first reconstruction
of a medieval battle - the capture
of Shumen Fortress by Vladislav
Varnenchik during the crusade in
1444. The event was designed and
conducted on a large scale, with
more than 100 participants, nearly
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half of whom are representatives
of specially invited Czech and
Hungarian reconstruction clubs.
The organizers called it ,,Valor and
Glory“ and its first editions are still
the standard for conducting of any
medieval reenactment in Bulgaria.
Foreign participants arrive not only
with clothing and weapons, but
also with a real knight‘s tent camp,
where they spend three days hiking.
A special script is written and the
reader explains to the audience the
different stages of the action and
the historical context. After the
battle, viewers get an opportunity
to enter the camp and take pictures
with the participants. However,
due to financial and organizational
difficulties, the event has lost its
original style over the last few
years.

Reconstruction groups from the
Czech Republic, Hungary, Romania,
Poland and Turkey took part in
the next editions of the festival
(2006, 2007, 2011 and 2017). The
participants reached 200 people
and the audience - 10,000. The last,
fifth edition of the reconstruction
was on September 23, 2017 within
the Historical Festival “Valor and
Glory” with a medieval camp and
crafts.

CATALOGUE OF THE MEDIVAL FESTIVALS AND EVENTS

The “Todorka’s Sun”
Ancient Cultures Festival

The name of the festival is related
to the archeological site, located in
the Valoga, an area near the village.
The discoverers of past life’s traces
have found here the first traces of
agricultural civilization before 10
years ago. During the excavations,
the archaeologist Georgi Ganetsovski
and his team first came across the
tomb of a woman who lived 8,000
years ago and later on a man has
been found. Archaeologists, as
humans at the same time precise
in their scientific development and
very sensitive, ethical and poetic,
called ancient ancestors - Todorka
and Hristo. And as a tribute to all
the knowledge that modern science
has gained through them, the
researchers of the past life have
called it - “Todorka’s Sun” Festival
of Ancient Cultures.

The first edition was in 2014, when
the fundamental model was set up
- the event to be arranged in time
and space into three main content

components: an  archeological
school and experimental workshops,
scientific  seminars  and art
reconstructions, and historical
restorations.

The trademark of the festival is
the unique nephritis amulet of the
Mother Goddess, discovered in the
Valoga area near Ohoden village.
In the Experimental archeology
section a well-known trademark is
the spruce seeding and cultivation;
harvesting  with  experimental
replicas of ancient sickles; flour
milling and bread baking with
technology 8,000 years ago dated;
production of ceramic vessels and
facilities for baking ceramics by
methods that experts believe were
applied 8000 years ago.

The Saturday morning is one of the
four festival days, that was called
The Harvest Day. The nature helped
to keep the illusion to be completed,
and since the early hours above the
spruce levels in the Valoga area,
the air has been harvesting dry and

hot. It smelled like herbs, stained
stubble and broken sunflowers.

,» This field is very wild and stormy, “
commented the viewers. ,There
were no preparations for grass and
pests 8 millennia ago, so the crop
was growing then,“ explained the
young people from the “TEMP”
theater troupe, who are the artistic
backbone of any restoration of
ancient cultures initiated by Georgi
Ganetsovski and the Vratsa History
Museum.

Archaeologists from Bulgaria and
Russia, who have followed the idea
of experimental archeology, have
harvested eight different types
of prehistoric sickles - replicas of
the originals. As Boryana Mateva
from the Isperih Historical Museum
explained, experimental archeology
is @ method in archeology that has
been known since the nineteenth
century. Because the person who
deals with science always wants to
reproduce what he has found and
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what he has intuitively felt.

Professor Natalia Skakun from the
Institute for History of Material
Culture in St. Petersburg, gave
the framework of the study: ,,The
application of the experimental
method allows us to reconstruct
the tools of labor, the labor process
itself and the model of paleo
economics. That is our main aim
- to gather as many indisputable
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facts as possible about the ancient
economy. We strive to accumulate
more facts so that we can make the
most righteous model of antiquity. ,,
After the harvest, Prof. Natalia
Skakun, Boryana Mateva and their
colleagues from various museums
and scientific departments of
archeology from the country, joined
the theaters of the TEMP group, who
together with their leader Georgi
Vrabchev, had already set fire and
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prepared the first spelt tortillas.

Young people carefully rubbed the
whole grains between the stone
slabs, mixed with spring water the
ancient flour obtained in this way,
and formed small round pieces of
bread from the yellow-gray soft
dough. And beside them, in spite
of the July heat, the festival guests
turned to wait for the first of the
ancient spruce bread to be removed
from the fire.

For four days, participants in the
second edition of the “Todorka’s
Sun” Festival of Ancient Cultures
settled along the shores of Skut
river, and although sheltered at
night in modern tourist tents, the
sky above them was real - with deep
darkness and big stars, the romance
of the river, with the refreshing,
gentle breeze that sits softly down
the hill like a bare-tired harvester.

The fourth edition of the
International Festival of Ancient
Cultures ,,Todorka‘s Sun“ - Valoga,
Ohoden Vvillage, was organized
by the House of Youth - Vratsa,
Regional History Museum - Vratsa,
in partnership with the Chamber of
Commerce and Industry - Vratsa.
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The National Medieval Fair
“The Magical Madara”

The third edition of the National
Medieval Fair ,,The Magical Madara“
was attended by reconstructors
and history lovers from all over
the country. The ambition was
participants and visitors to get as
close as possible to the medieval way
of life, to acquaint guests with the
lifestyle, clothing, food, crafts, rituals
and customs, military equipment and
weapons characteristic of this period
on our lands.

The location and timing of the fair
were not chosen coincidentally.
Madara is a place inhabited more
than 5,000 years. The rocks and
water here were sacred and magical
for Thracians, Romans, Bulgarian
Gentiles, Christians, and Muslims.
The paths of religions, peoples
and cultures are intertwined here.
The time of the congregation is
immediately after the Midsummer
day called ”Enyov Day”, the
ancient summer solstice, combining
Christianity, paganism, and losing
its tracks in prehistoric times. In
connection with it, rituals and rites
were restored and performed - folk,
Christian and pagan. With them,
we went back to the roots, to that

Bulgarian antiquity, lost in time. We
should seek strength and support
there so that we do not lose ourselves
as a nation. The event is a kind of
sacred worship to the beginning,
where everything began for our
nationality on this piece of land that
we call ours. This is a way to build
upon the ,,living paintings“ of the rich
Bulgarian past, to show the activities

of the Bulgarian reconstruction clubs
and to attract an additional number
of tourists and visitors who are
interested to the Bulgarian history.

A handful of soil from Tsar Samuel‘s
lands was ritualistically laid in front
of the rock relief - a ritual initiated
in 2016 by placing a finger from the
old Bulgarian lands with the message
»2Just as our land is gathered, so
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should all Bulgarians in the world
gather®.

The first edition (2016) of the fair
marked the beginning of a tradition
- to be worn in Madara handful of
soil from different parts of Bulgarian
lands throughout the centuries. In
2016, before the relief of the unique
Madara Horseman is left a finger of
Saint Nag-Miklos - a Banat village
(present day in Romania), where it
was discovered the golden treasure
of the first Bulgarian rulers.

Throughout the fair, visitors had
the opportunity to be acquainted
in the camps of the participants
with the customs, traditions,
armaments and equipment of
the ancient Bulgarians and their
neighboring Roma, to learn
about the medieval weapons,
archery, to try horse riding and
to be acquainted with medieval
traditional cuisine. Visitors were
also introduced to the traditional
crafts of the Middle Ages -
carpentry, pottery, coin-cutting
and metal-plastic, armor making,
helmets and protective weapons,
woodworking and more.
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the Pliska National Historical and
Archeological Reserve

Pliska was the first capital of Bulgaria
and the cradle of today‘s country.
Since the founding of the Bulgarian
state in 681 by Khan Asparuh to 893
Pliska is also the capital and one of
the largest and richest cities in Europe
and worldwide. It is remarkable for its
architecture that the Bulgarians carry
from their previous settlements.

Typical for the tribes coming from
the steppes, Bulgarians build their
capital in the midst of a field that
is surrounded by heights - a natural
barrier in front of the enemy. Three
defense belts were built. The first
is a deep earth moat with a high
embankment that encloses the outer
city. The second is made of huge
stone blocks, forming about 12 m
high fortress wall, which on each
side has two pentagonal towers and
a gate, and the main entrance is on
the east wall. The third belt is a brick
fortress protecting the citadel. The
entire walled complex is situated on
an area of 0.5 square km. The city
was gigantic for its medieval scale -
23.3 sq. Km.

The palace of Khan Krum was built
over 500 square meters and is among

the most remarkable monuments.
Historians have also found secret
exits through which the aristocracy
and the population could escape from
the city during a siege. The palace
had a water reservoir and spacious
bathrooms. During the reign of Khan
Omurtag (814-831), the second
expansion of the city was associated.
The ruler completed the fortress

walls, built pagan temples and built
the so-called “The Throne room”.
In the inner city, the best preserved
building is the large palace. Remains
of homes, workshops, neighborhood
churches and farm buildings have
been found in the outer city.

The event ,Days of Ancestors“ as
fair-festival of medieval Bulgarian




customs and culture, crafts and
warrior skills is held annually at the
National historical archaeological
preserve ,Pliska“ of 2012 in six
consecutive years, traditionally the
first weekend in the month of June,
and over the years the viewer interest
has increased. In 2012, the first issue
of “Days of Ancestors” attracted
about 1,000 viewers, and in 2013
and 2014, more than 6,000 people
attended each edition. In 2015, 2016
and 2017, the event enjoys a visit of
over 9,000 people each year.

Its organizers are the Association
for the Restoration and Preservation
of Bulgarian Traditions “Avitohol”,
with the partnership of the Pliska
Research Institute, the Regional
Museum of History - Shumen and the
Municipality of Kaspichan. Since 2013
the event has been held under the
patronage of the Vice President of
the Republic of Bulgaria.

Previous editions of the festival

On May 26, 2012, the first edition of
,Days of Ancestors“, members of the
,»Avitohol“ Association participated in
organizing and conducting the event,
presented horseback riding and
made a horseback ride to the Madara
Horseman. Medieval yurts and crafts
were displayed. The event was held
on the lawn near the museum in the
old town.

On June 1, 2013 the second edition
of the event ,Days of Ancestors
was held under the patronage of
Margarita Popova, Vice President of
the Republic of Bulgaria. Numerous
historical restoration clubs,
craftsmen, folklore  ensembles,
equestrian centers and freelance
reconstructors participated.

On June 7, 2014, in the third edition
of the festival, in terrain near the
museum in the National historical
archeological  preserve ,Pliska“
were shown many demonstrations of
medieval life and culture, new clubs
and horse bases, combat riding and
unique techniques of horse leaps,
folk dances and mummers games.

On June 6, 2015, in the fourth
edition of the festival, more than 200
participants from Bulgaria, Hungary
and Poland gathered in the old town
of Pliska. The fair opened on a new,
extensive grounds near the eastern
gate of the old city. The participants
welcomed thousands of people and
did their best to revive the traditions
of our ancestors, their way of life and
culture. The event was held under
the patronage of the Vice President
of the Republic of Bulgaria.

From June 3 to June 5, 2016 was held
the fifth anniversary edition of the
festival in the capital city Pliska. With
over 220 participants from Bulgaria
and Hungary, the medieval life and
culture was presented in three
consecutive festival days; 16 riders
from various riding clubs and horse
bases in the country participated.
Champions of horse archery were
welcomed. The audience watched
their extraordinary demonstrations,
the formation of a medieval army
and an assault on cavalry, archery,
and horseback riding skills.

In June 2-4, 2017, in the sixth
consecutive  edition, ,Days of
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Ancestors“ entered a new phase,
in three consecutive days, with a
demonstration day on June 3. The
festival covered the period from
the Early to the Late Middle Ages
and introduced the lifestyle of the
Bulgarians, the neighboring Roma
and related cultures, with more
than 250 participants from Bulgaria,
Hungary and Romania and 20 horses
and riders. Medieval armies, archers,
horses and riders presented their
skills in severe weather, showed
dedication and incredible strength to
delight the many thousands of people
who visited the festival despite the
heavy rain.

Association, Historia Renascita. The
virtuoso riders from “BagaTur” and
the “Phoenix” Fiery Group from
Kozloduy with their unique show and
this year stood up to the hosts - the
Svishtov the restorers from the First
Italian Legion to present the best
of the Bulgarian restorations on the
Svishtov stage. For the first time,
the ancient northern folklore of
the Vikings - ,,Bourdons Black* from
Ukraine, was presented.

The  program  included  well-
established events such as the great
battle of Romans and barbarians with
200 restorers participants, Nimfele
Dace antique dances, virtuoso
horseback riding demonstrations,
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a parade in the streets of Svishtoy,
as well as news. On the stage of
Nove, the popular chef expert
Chef Leo Bianchi presented “Leo‘s
marching cuisine” and judged the
culinary battle between participating
historical groups, which ended with
a mass tasting by the audience.

The festival is organized by the
“Trajan‘s Gate” - Municipal Tourism

In 2018, the municipality‘s
leadership decided to extend the
celebration and turn this holiday of
the Bulgarian force into a two-day
event that would leave a deeper
imprint on the minds of many
Bulgarians.

The team off the “Trajan‘s Gate” -
Municipal Tourism Enterprise accepts
as their personal mission to remind
and emphasize the greatness of this
unique Bulgarian victory and returning
to the greatness of our ancestors, to
ignite pride from our glorious roots.
The fact that the “Stenos” Fortress
itself at the Trajan‘s Gate Pass is much
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older than this period is also decisive
for the festival to cover its periods of
population and functioning, with the
aim of presenting life and lifestyle
as fully as possible in period from
the Late Antiquity to the Late Middle
Ages.

The event is aimed at visitors from all
over the country and tourists traveling
in the area of Kostenets, Dolna Banya
and Borovets. The event is unique to

the area and because of the fact that
it affects a large historical range.

A great advantage is the terrain on
which the festival takes place - the
partially restored “Stenos” Fortress.
Here, amidst the woods of |htimanska
Sredna Gora, visitors to the event
find themselves in the most authentic
setting, among the ruins of the
ancient fortification, combined with
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the natural beauty of nature.

The venue is extremely
communicative, 65 km from the
capital and 80 km from Plovdiy, just 8
km from the Mirovo road junction on
the Trakia highway.

The festival recreates life in the
“Stenos” fortress at the Trajan‘s
Gate Pass from the 4th - 5th centuries
to the 14th - 15th centuries.
Participants in the event present as
closely as possible the authenticity of
authentic specimens of this period of
life, traditions, culture, replicas of

When looking for information on all the
wonderful destinations in Romania,
most tourists have heard at least
once about one of the last inhabited
medieval cities in Europe and maybe
even in the world. Sighisoara, part
of UNESCO‘s World Heritage Site
since 1999, is truly one of the most
beautiful places in the country and an
endlessly charming destination. It is
a small town in central Transylvania.
There are many things to see and
do there, though the real attraction
is the medieval architecture-a
beautifully preserved look in the
past and a treasured memory. The
other emphasis is that people still
live in these colorful houses and the
cobblestone streets are very lively
even out of the tourist season. This is
the best opportunity to visit medieval
Romania, a place where time seems
to have stopped and people still
retain their millennial professions and
traditions.

Sighisoara is much more than a visit
to Dracula‘s house or the horrific
stories of Vlad Tepes, it is filled
with magnificent sights, attractions
and monuments, most of which
are hundreds of years old. It has
been known since the thirteenth
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century, when Saxon settlers came
to Transylvania and built beautiful
cities and fortified churches, still with
significant presence in the region. Over
the centuries, the city became bigger
and stronger - defensive walls and
massive towers were built to protect
against invaders. These towers were
later named after the most powerful
guilds in the city, and today they are
one of the most striking attractions in
the city. As for the legend that Dracula
lived in this city, it is true because
Vlad Tepes stayed in Sighisoara for
several years before becoming ruler of
Wallachia. The house, which is said to
have been born and lived, still exists
and has a restaurant.

The real charm of Sighisoara comes
from wandering around the old city
without a purpose, admiring the
architecture and traditional life of
the people here. Sighisoara is one
of the most authentic examples of a
medieval city in Transylvania, a living
history lesson for people with little
imagination. If you come here during
the medieval festival, which takes
place every summer, you will witness
craftsmen, knights, jugglers, cooks
and all kinds of medieval residents
who make the city livelier and more
colorful than ever. For a few days this
festival is indeed one of the biggest
attractions, but for those who prefer
quieter experiences, it is just as
appealing. Medieval towers, narrow
streets, Dracula legends, museums,
typical architecture and general
atmosphere are the best reasons for
touring Transylvania and especially in
Sighisoara.

The city has a favorable geographical
location in the Tarnavey Marie valley,
which is the intersection of the main
roads in Romania, as well as two
important railways.

The ,,Medieval Sighisoara“ Festival is
an annual event and has been held
for the last weekend of July for 25
years. In 2018, it took place from
July 27 to July 29 and went under the
motto ,,Medieval Legends“. The 25th
edition was intended to bring to the
festival the recognition it deserves,
namely the oldest medieval festival
in Romania. Tourists who attended
the event enjoyed the authenticity of
the period, recreated through various
performances, music and images, thus
becoming a time travel portal.

The previous edition of the festival
in 2017 focused on local history,
less known to the general public -
Angelina‘s story, which saves the
city. The medieval legend ,,Angelina
and the Turks in front of Sighisoara“,

discovered by ethnologist Friedrich
Mueller, was recreated in the three
festival days with the help of a secret
courier who went through the history
of Sighisoara.

The visitors to the festival became
active participants as they were
called upon to discover clues during
the three days of the festival in order
to reveal the mystery surrounding a
mysterious character and at the same
time they sought to inform the public
about local history.

The program of the festival included:
theater performances, music theater,
puppet theater, reunion theater,
shadow theater, medieval music,
folklore, street theater, street
animation, medieval craft workshops,
archery, artillery maneuvers,
artifacts, and conferences on , The
Romanian Middle Ages”.
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Medieval “Transylvanian Cities”

Festival - Sibiu

The city of Sibiu was founded by
German Saxons and for most of its
history was inhabited by Germans
or Hungarians, which largely
determines its contemporary
appearance and cultural heritage.
However, this also applies to the
whole Transylvania region, which
today is part of the Romanian
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state and everything in it is very
different from the rest of Romania:
the behavior of the people, their
appearance, the appearance of
the cities and their economic
status - everything seems very
more developed and civilized than
Wallachia, for example.

For some time, Sibiu was also within
the borders of the Bulgarian state,
but that was a long time ago, and
it was also under Ottoman rule
for a very short time, but it was
rather conditional. In practice,
Transylvania was a buffer zone
of influence between the Turkish
Sultan and the Hungarian kings, and
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its rule was left in the hands of local
governors who were formally vassals
of the Sultan. Among them was the
notorious Vlad Tepes (the Impaler),
better known as Dracula.

The city itself is divided into two
parts - Upper and Lower Town,
the center is located in the Upper,
and from it descend picturesque
streets down. The buildings were
built around the two main squares,
called (originally!) Big Square and
Small Square. During the festival
they are busy with scenes and
venues for concert goers, with the
main performers appearing on the
big stage and the small ones having
a variety of workshops and free
performances by local musicians.

The big square (Piata Mare) is really
big. It seems that the citizens of
Sibiu were people of broad thinking
and created this vast space to feel
free and not to be pressured by the
surrounding buildings.

There are some important public
buildings, including the Brookenthal
Palace, the residence of the
Transylvanian governor, which today
is turned into a museum and festival
guests have the opportunity to visit
it for a minimal entry fee.

The small square (Piata Mica) is more
neat, with many cafes, churches,
craft workshops and a huge
amount of flowers, and is definitely
more welcoming to tourists. Very
impressive are the carpenters and
the ironworkers, who have their
traditional workshops in the center
and are dressed in work clothes
that have remained unchanged for
centuries. Traditional Romanian
dishes - soup and mamaliga - can
be tasted here, and it must be
admitted that they are really tasty,
and lemonade made with freshly
sliced lemons, ice and spices is the
perfect drink for the summer heat.

Between the two squares stands
the symbol of the city - the Council
Tower, next to which is the passage
leading from one square to the
other. It is open to tourists and for
a symbolic fee, which is more of a
motivation to climb the steep and
narrow steps, they can climb to the
top from where a magnificent view
opens.

The Transylvanian Medieval Festival
is an event commemorating the
Sibiu Days and is being organized for
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14 years on the last weekend of
August. The event takes place in
the historic center of Sibiu, where
markets, pedestrian streets and
cobblestone streets are located.
Festival posters are put up and
everyone is invited to the city
holiday. The number of visitors
is increasing every year and now
reaches 20,000 viewers.

The program of each edition is
diverse, designed to meet the
cultural needs of the interested
audience: a traditional parade
of medieval characters, concerts
with medieval music, street
animations, street battles,
tournaments, professional or
amateur theater performances,
dances, photo exhibitions,
craftsmen, medieval fairs.

The Sibiu Festival is the only one
in the country where the famous
musicians from Corvus Corax - the
most beloved and respected group
in the world performing medieval
music - have participated twice
in a row.
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
