Nida Plateau was formed from the erosion of carbonate rocks in the region by
water. The erosion of the limestone and marble then formed the depression
where the materials that are not dissolved by water collect, such as sand, clay,
and iron and manganese oxides, providing the soil with its red colour.

Around Nida Plateau, the greatest depression on Psiloritis, there are several
areas of unique geological importance.

The route starts at the Tourist Kiosk and visitors can take in a series of
wonderful geological formations on the perimeter of the plateau, combined with
the dry-stone mitato shelters and traditional shepherd activities.

The consecutive layers of grey platy marble are revealed on the slopes on the
way to Nida and in several locations.

Along the numerous earthroad
tracks the excursionist passes different cultivations (the olive tree is the dominant),
deserted fields and olive tree groves, areas with scrubs, as well as vestigial clusters
of kermes oaks.

The route connects the historical and cultural locations of the geopark, such
as the historic Arkadi monastery, ancient Eleutherna with its impressive
archaeological park and museum, and the hamlet of Margarites, with its
renowned ceramics. Along the way it crosses important environmental and
geological locations, such as gorges, ravines, and cypress tree clusters. It is
part of the E4 European Long Distance Path.

From Arkadi we follow the asphalt road and then dirt roads crossing ancient
olive groves to reach Eleftherna village and then to the carved reservoirs of
Ancient Eleftherna.

After visiting the archaeological site of ancient Eleftherna and the small valley
we go west to the small traditional hamlet of Kato Tripodo, where we find the old
trail that descends into the lush ravine and then rises out into the Margarites

Zoniana gorge extends out to the south of the hamlet by the same name, amidst
the platy marble of the "Plattenkalk" unit.
