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This route on Nida Plateau
is very popular most time of
the year, due to Ideon
Andron. At the same time, it
connects several important
and characteristic geotopes
of Psiloritis with historical and
cultural locations in the
region, such as Ideon
Andron, chapels, mitato
shelters, and environmental
locations, such as springs
and plateaus.

Nida Plateau was formed from the erosion of carbonate rocks in
the region by water, combined with the activity of the Nida fault, which
marks the edge of the eastern slope of Psiloritis. The erosion of the
limestone and marble then formed the depression where the materials
that are not dissolved by water collect, such as sand, clay, and iron
and manganese oxides, providing the soil with its red colour.

Around Nida Plateau, the greatest depression on Psiloritis, there
are several areas of unique geological importance. These geotopes
provide us with valuable information regarding the creation and
development, over the passage of geological time, of the various areas
and their natural formations.

The route starts at the Tourist Kiosk and visitors can take in a series
of wonderful geological formations on the perimeter of the
plateau, combined with the dry-stone mitato shelters
and traditional shepherd activities, especially from

April to October.

The consecutive layers of grey platy
marble are revealed on the slopes on the
way to Nida and in several locations.
Among them one can make out the
white and reddish silica layers. These
layers are estimated to have
originated from the skeletons of
sponges that lived on the bed of
Tethys, 140 million years ago. At this
particular location there are traces of
the skeletons of sponges that were
attached to the ocean seabed tens of
millions of years ago.

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The track towards “Pites tis
Grias” (grandma’s pies), these
special rocky formations and
the dramatic rocky pick of
“Charakas” which dominates
the smooth valley, is a
rejuvenating escape in a
beautiful landscape shaped by
man and nature. In advance to
the geomorphological elements
of the area, typical of the
south parts of Psilotitis
Mountain, one will meet the
beautiful combination of mild
cultivations with the small

islands of wild nature. Along the numerous earthroad tracks the

excursionist passes different cultivations (the olive tree (Olea

europaea)is the dominant), deserted fields and olive tree groves, areas

with scrubs, as well as vestigial clusters of kermes oaks (Quercus

pubescens). During the different seasons of the year a lot of wild plants

and flowers appear. The rocks of this area are mainly Neogene

sediments, which are dominated by sandstones and marly limestones

where fossil bivalves and sea urchins (clypeaster sp.) appear in

numerous localities with an age of 6-7 million years. Similarly, in the

sandstones concretions of compacted sandstone, of spherical shape,

are formed which the local people name “breads or Jupiter’s pies”.

The ascent until the end of the track towards the post-minoan

settlement of Rizinia, despite the extra tiredness it offers a

fabulous view of the entire Heraklion basin from the

chapel of St Panteleimon, which dominates the

sharp peak of the hill of Patela. The completion

of track’s route and the returning to the

parking space pass by the sharp and

vertical rock that dominates the middle of

the valley and which the local people

name ‘“charakas” or “butter”, after it

looks like the rock has been cut in half

like butter. The ascent to the top is not

particularly difficult or demanding and

offers a beautiful view in the area all

around.

Psiloritis Natural Park, AKOMM, Anogeia: 28340 31402




This route connects
Anogeia (the largest
hamlet within the
geopark, containing the
geopark’s  information
centre and offices) with
the important geotope of
Nida Plateau. It crosses
important  environmental
elements, such as the tree clump at Vroulidia, Rousa Limni, the
Trigiodo mountaineering shelter, and the area of the Zominthos
archaeological site. It is part of the E4 European Long Distance Path.

This part of the route can be divided into two distinct sections:

The first section starts at the Perachori quarter in Anogeia and
follows the old shepherd trail, which crosses the small pine tree
and cypress tree grove by the church of Agios Nektarios,
continuing over the gentle slopes and through small valleys, until
it reaches the area of Trigiodo.

The area full of oak, maple, and hawthorn trees located to the west
of Zominthos valley is home to the unique dry-stone church of Agios
lakinthos, where the Yakinthia cultural events are held every year.
Further south, at the top of a small hill in the Trigiodo location, is the
small mountaineering shelter of the municipality of Anogeia, near the
spring that shares its name.

On the eastern edge of the valley, a short distance from the
church of Agia Marina and the spring by the same name, is the
archaeological area of Zominthos, one of the most important
Minoan sites at a high altitude.

The second section of the route starts from Zominthos and
continues on the asphalt road heading south, which snakes
through the rocky slopes. The vegetation gradually becomes
sparser, and by the time one reaches the Mythia area the
landscape has become completely bare. In Mythia we find two
mitato shelters by the road, and looking towards the southeast,
where we can make out the peak of Skinakas and the
Observatory, we see the small chapel of Agios Mamas.

We continue on the asphalt road and after passing the detour
to Skinakas on our left, we find ourselves at the
Petradolakia location with the characteristic group
of mitato shelters and the geosite with the
fossilised sponges.

Soon after leaving the small plateau at
Petradolakia, we find Nida plateau
before us. At this point we leave the
main road and walk down the dirt
road that crosses the small
depression, leading to the
eastern “inlet” of Nida plateau.
After reaching the level of the
plateau, we cross it heading
west to the area where we
come across the municipal
Kiosk and Analipsi spring.

In general,
it is recommended to make sure you have the necessary amount with you.
Special precautions as regards weather conditions should be taken mainly during
the winter period (December - February), due to snowfall. During the summer
months at the high altitudes of the Nida area, the temperature may be quite high.

This route connects
two environmentally and
geologically  important
regions of Psiloritis: Nida
Plateau and Rouvas Forest.
It then continues through
Agios Nikolaos gorge to the
area of Zaros. It is part of
the E4 European Long
Distance Path.

From Analipsi spring we
cross Nida Plateau heading
south, until the route
branches off to the left
heading east, leading to
Varsamo valley.

We follow the only dirt road crossing the valley and after leaving
Varsamo spring behind us to our right, we reach Amoudara plateau,
where we can make out the entrance to the cave-chasm.

We continue to the east and head downhill in the bed of the small
gorge, amidst the tall vegetation, and then we continue by heading
south and reaching the Dio Prini location, where we encounter the
chapel of Archangelos Michail. From here we have a panoramic view
of the entire Rouvas basin, which is outlined by a series of high peaks.

We press on towards the southeast until we reach the bed of a small
gorge with running water from the Ai Giannis spring.

From Agios loannis we follow the stream to the entrance of
Agios Nikolaos Gorge, where the organised trail runs
alongside the gorge bed.

The landscape with its rocky vertical cliffs
and rich vegetation is amazing and it is
justly considered one of the most
beautiful mountain landscapes of
Crete.

At the southem exit of the gorge we
follow the trail that leads us to the
Monastery of Agios Nikolaos, and
from there we head to the small
artificial lake at the Vlotomos spring
location, a short distance from Zaros.

From Ai Giannis to Zaros there is an easily discernible trail that crosses Agios
Nikolaos Gorge.

There are springs with potable water at the Analipsi and Varsamo locations in Nida,
the Dio Prini and Ai Giannis locations in Rouvas, and the Agios Nikolaos location in
Zaros. In general, however, it is recommended to make sure you have the necessary
amount of water with you.

The route connects the
historical and cultural
locations of the geopark,
such as the historic
Arkadi monastery, ancient
Eleutherna  with its
impressive archaeological
park and museum, and the
hamlet of Margarites, with
its renowned ceramics.
Along the way it crosses
important  environmental
and geological locations,
such as gorges, ravines,
and cypress tree clusters. It
is part of the E4 European
Long Distance Path.

From Arkadi we follow the asphalt road and after leaving the
rainwater reservoir on our right behind us, we reach the hill ridge. To
our right is a small plateau that is the starting point of a trail that is hard
to make out, heading northeast, which then meets dirt roads amidst
olive groves, leading to the asphalt road just before a small church at
the western exit of Eleutherna village.

After crossing the village, we turn south, following the western bank

of a ravine and then the well-defined old trail heading north, which

leads us to the foot of the rocky slope outside the enormous
carved reservoirs of Ancient Eleutherna.

After the carved reservoirs, we cross the northern
ridge of the hill, we follow its eastern slope, and
then we start our descent eastward, towards
the archaeological site of Eleutherna.
Leaving behind Ancient Eleutherna and

the beautiful ravine, we start our
eastern uphill hike to the small

chapel at the peak of the slope,

where we encounter the asphalt road

that leads us north from the small
traditional hamlet of Kato Tripodo,

where we find the old trail that
descends into the lush ravine and

then rises out into Margarites village.

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Zoniana gorge extends
out to the south of the
hamlet by the same name,
amidst the platy marble of
the "Plattenkalk” unit. It is
formed by the Oaxe torrent,
which, according to myth,
provided the name to the
neighbouring Minoan
settlement of Axos.

Visitors can enjoy a hike
through the gorge, heading
uphill to Damothi plateau
on Psiloritis, via the asphalt
road. A relatively approachable downhill 6.2km path starts at the
Pelekatos location, at an altitude of 1130 m, ending at Zoniana hamlet.
Most of the route follows the gorge bed, which only floods during the
rainy season. Along the train one encounters mitato shelters, clusters
of kermes oaks (tree-like bushes), and low bushy vegetation consisting
of aromatic herbs.

About halfway along the route the gorge has many points at which
it narrows, and its vertical slopes and rocky formations present
impressive layers of rocks, while also forming rock-shelters
and small caverns. The gorge ends at a central point in
Zoniana hamlet.

Difficulties - Dangers: As the altitudinal difference is only 500 m, the gorge is appropriate for
families and children. The route presents no significant difficulties or dangers. Most of the
trail follows the torrent bed in the gorge.

As there are no potable water springs along the route, it is recommended you take the
necessary amount of water with you.

Special precautions as regards weather conditions are only required on rainy days during
the periods of snowfall from December to February.
