Outcomes of the project

The main outcomes of the project include:

Installation of special infrastructures on the beaches of Paralimni (Cyprus) and Syros (Greece) municipali-
ties showing a strong tourist movement, for the access of people with mobility problems. In particular,
it concerns the installation of an autonomous (and energy) access ramp at sea.

Supply of special access wheelchairs. Wheelchairs will be available for use on beaches and places of
tourist interest.

Construction of accessibility corridors in selected areas with intense tourist traffic.

Acquisition of two types of wheelchairs: (a) wheelchairs for access to the beach and the sea, and (b) spe-
cial all-terrain lever-driven wheelchairs. https://www.gogrit.us/

Creation of outdoor fitness areas. Special sport machines will be placed in selected areas for people
with mobility problems, offering the potential for everybody to exercise together.

Supply of accessible sanitary areas.

Creation of an Accessibility Guide for people with mobility problems. The Guide will be distributed to
basic entrance gates of the areas (e.g. airports), but there will be the possibility for the user to receive
all relevantinformation via electronic devices (e.g. mobile phone). The application will also be supported
by a website which will be developed according to the principles of interactivity and through which all
the accessible infrastructures of the two regions will be represented in digitized panoramic form.

A digital map has been developed on the platform www.pamepantou.eu, which combines cartographic
data (satellite view, road network, POIs etc.). The platform has the ability to share information through
web applications and is also available on mobile responsive devices.

Additionally, the user may be able to navigate to each section of the report, either graphically, or through
the map, or by three-dimensional imaging.

Azolimnos beach is the nearest beach from Hermoupolis, as its distance from Syros’ capital is 5 km. It has
blue water, blond sand, umbrellas, changing rooms and sunbeds. It is accredited with a Blue Flag.

Azolimno's beach has three piers, which are ideal for diving by swimmers at any age. On the outskirts of the
beach, there are cafes and restaurants. The general area has a large variety of accommodation.

Access is easy by bus (frequent routes), by taxis and by private cars or motorcycles. The beach also offers two
parking spaces for disabled people, one chemical toilet available for the disabled and a ramp with suitable
paths that lead people in a wheelchair on the beach.

Vari beach is one of the most popular beaches on theisland. It is located in the settlement of Vari, which is
8 km away from Hermoupolis and it is located in the southern part of the island. It has beach bars, cafes,
restaurants and dozens of accommodation.

The sandy beach of Vari is organized with lifequards and lifesaving equipment. It is accredited with a Blue
Flag.The beach also has specially designed areas for rackets, beach volleyball, and fitness equipment. Beach
facilities include umbrellas, changing rooms, toilets, showers and sun loungers.

Access is easy by bus (frequent routes), taxis and private cars. The beach has public parking, with specific
parking spots for disabled people and chemical WC for the disabled. The innovative autonomous marine
access system (seatrack) is also provided.

The busiest beach of the island is Agathopes Beach. It is located 14 km from Hermoupolis, in the settlement
of Poseidonia. Agathopes beach stands out for the narrow strip of land that enters in the sea.

Itis an organized beach with umbrellas, sun loungers, a lifeguard, toilets, showers and parking spaces. It
is accredited with the Blue Flag. It has shallow waters. The visitor can find all the facilities such as cafes,
restaurants, shops and accommodation.

Access is by taxi and car as well as the bus stops about 1km from the coast. There is a ramp for disabled people,
particular parking spots for the disabled, appropriate WC for the disabled, there are a floating wheelchair
and a certain area provided with an umbrella for the disabled.

Galissas beach is one of the largest and busiest beaches on Syros island. It is located in the southwestern
part of theisland, 9 km away from Hermoupolis. Galissas beach features blond sand, clear blue waters and
trees and it is certified with a Blue Flag.

Itis well organized as it has umbrellas, sunbeds, a lifequard with proper equipment, WC, changing rooms
and water sports. Galissas beach is the first in Greece to have an automatic external defibrillator (AED),
featuring pediatric and adult electrodes, an alarm and a gps tracker which is centrally located near the
beach entrance. In Galissas settlement, there are cafes, shops, restaurants and plenty of accommodation.
At the top of the hill above the beach Galissa dominates the white Catholic chapel of St. Pakous. There is
also a small harbor for those who have or rent a boat. Galissas beach has free camping too. Access to the
beach is by bus (frequent routes), taxis and private vehicles. Access for disabled people is at a very good
level, as proper parking sports, a ramp, a toilet for disabled people, and a floating wheelchair are provided.

The Kini beach is 10 km away from Hermoupolis and it is located to the west of Syros. It is well organized
as it features umbrellas, sunbeds, showers, a lifequard with proper equipment and a WC. It has also free
parking and it is certified with a Blue Flag.

Cafés, restaurants and accommodation are situated nearby the sea. Kini beach is the most ideal place on
theisland, offers a unique view of the sunset. In the center of the beach, you can find the fountain with the
statue of the mermaid holding in her hands and saving the shipwreck. It has a small harbour, where boats
often depart to the northern - virgin beaches of the island.

People can reach Kini by buses (frequent services), by taxis, by private cars and by private boats. For people
with disabilities, there are specific parking spots and an appropriate WC for them disabled. Furthermore,
there is a ramp leading the bathers to the beach and to the sea. At the south end of the coast, there is the
Aquarium which is also accessible to disabled people.
